DEPARTMENT REPORTS Alex Davison, Justin Fornstrom, and Derek Walls discussed inconsistencies in procedures for condemning buildings in the town limits.  After some discussion, they determined that further research and coordination with Mark Voss, the County legal advisor, and Fire District #5 was needed to move forward with the burned-out building.  Alex then informed the Governing Body that he was contacted by both Airtime Aerial and Circle S; they are working together to resolve their contract.  Kim Patterson announced the Christmas at Home raffle and silent auction brought funds to put toward the Fireworks Celebration and the Good Samaritan account.  She then asked, on behalf of a resident, for utility forgiveness for the time she was not in her home.  Since the resident did not inform us until more than 30 days after she vacated, the Council voted that the charges will remain.  Mayor Shain discussed that negotiations continue with the Laramie County School District Administration and the Facilities Commission regarding a land-trade in the town limits.  They will need two appraisals on the RV Park to ensure they are complying with requirements.  In addition we may need to re-accomplish the appraisal on the acreage on the North Wells property.  The Town will support the process by paying for half of the appraisal cost.
