Regular Meeting

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Also present was Paulie Taylor Reporter for the Pine Bluffs Post, Derek Walls, Jane Montoya and Sharon Fain, Cheyenne Light Fuel and Power. Mayor William Shain called the Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

PUBLIC HEARING A Public Hearing Authorizing the Reallocation of Specific Purpose Tax Revenues collected Pursuant to Resolution 2012-02 to Provide Partial Funding for the Pine Bluffs Booster Station, Providing for Severability and providing an effective date was opened up for comments from the public.  No comments were heard and Public Hearing was closed.

ITEM #8 First reading on Ordinance 2015-01 Franchise renewal for Cheyenne Light, Fuel and Power Company.  Mayor read Ordinance by Title for Council.  Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve Ordinance 2015-01 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5ayes.

ITEM # 9 Derek Walls spoke to the Council on the stability of the Police Department and voiced his concerns on the longevity of officers. Councilman Fornstrom had a few questions for Mr. Walls and stated the fact that he was glad he had come with ideas. The Mayor thanked him for coming with ideas also and invited him to put his name on the next ballot in May.

ITEM #10 Discussion related to Consensus projects continued.  Council was in agreement that Downtown lighting is a priority and to finish Reher Park.  Councilman Ragsdale will talk to Tom McDonough and get a cost estimate for this.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Jack Smith voiced his concerns on the speed limits on Main Street in the school zones.  Two different speed limits are posted for different travel directions.  Council agreed and will have signs posted for correct speeds.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]DEPARTMENT REPORTS Councilman Mohren reported that the Daycare had a water leak.  Councilman Fornstrom recommended that the Council hire Justin Trout as Chief of Police.  Councilman Curtis seconds the motion, with a vote passing unanimously with 5 ayes.     A question of charging USDA Farm Services for the rent of Community Center was brought to the Clerk.  Council felt that they should be charged the same as anyone else.  A Cheyenne Metro Marketing sent information on advertising the RV Park.  Council felt they should wait until all infrastructures are complete. A member needs to be named to the Consortium to replace Caryn Miller.  Mayor Shain volunteered to the appointment of that board.  Mayor Shain stated that the water meetings are going slower than anticipated but he has no concerns for Pine Bluffs water.  Councilman Curtis stated that the Senior Center hired a new director, Alisha Michaud, and he would like to move the stop signs at the intersection of Main and 8th making 8th Street a threw street and the top of Main the stop.  Council agreed and maintenance will be notified to move signs.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilman Ragsdale moved to go into Executive Session with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Mayor Shain stated no decisions will be made.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.  Councilman Fornstrom moved to end Executive Session with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed with 5 ayes and the meeting was adjourned.
