Councilman Mohren made a motion to pay all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #3   Preston Harer was present with questions on a bill he received from the Town in regards to his new electric service.  After discussion Councilman Curtis made a motion that the building permit fees be paid right away and bill for materials be paid in a 3 year period or any time before with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed with 2 ayes and 1 nay from Councilman Ragsdale, Mayor Shain did not vote.
A second service bill was also questioned for payment and the Mayor suggested to Council to handle it in the same manner. If the building permit fee of $750.00 was paid, it should be documented and a revised bill should be brought to the next meeting

ITEM # 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8  Approval of all Invoices from Lidstone and Associates.  A motion to approve all Invoices from Lidstone and Associates was made by Councilman Curtis with second by Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #9 Approval of extended hours for Pine Bowl’s Tournament January 12, 2014.  A motion made by Councilman Ragsdale and second by councilman Mohren to approve extended hours for Pine Bowl.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #10 Approval of Resolution 2014-01 for the purpose of applying for a CDBG Grant to purchase 320 Main Street and demolish the building in order to eliminate slum and blight. After discussion and consensus that the building indeed is slum and blight, a Motion was made to approve Resolution 2014-01 by Councilman Curtis with second by Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #11   Approval of Resolution 2014-02 authorizing the submission of a Federal Royalty Capital construction Account Grant through SLIB for the match required in the fence thrasher machine acquisition. Councilman Ragsdale motioned to approve Resolution 2014-02 with second by Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #12 Approval of Resolution 2014-03 amending the budget for Fiscal Year 2013-2014 to capture revenues and expenditures related to the economic development in downtown.  Councilman Curtis motion to approve Resolution 2014-03 with second by Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #13 Direction to staff related to City Park.  Mayor Shain recommended to Council to take information with them and bring it back to the next meeting with their ideas.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Zach from the Pine Bluffs Post invited the council to approach him after the meeting if they had anything else they wanted to add to his article on meeting.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Councilman Curtis motioned that the Commerce Building be renamed Leonard Anderson Commerce Building with a second by Councilman Ragsdale. A plaque will be placed in the lobby. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
Tom McDonough reported that the water tie in will be done in the morning by NAPA and in about 1 weeks’ time the water project will be done except with the paving in the spring. He has some concerns on the 10th street alley project with the frost. Mayor Shain will be attending the WWDC Commission meeting January 9 in Cheyenne.  Carleen Graves reported that George Parks, WAM Director, will be in Town Hall Tuesday morning if any of the Council would like to come by and visit with him on his retirement. WAM Winter Conference is February 26-28 and would like to attend if Council has no objections and would like to know if any Council will be attending to let her know in February. Prices for the plaque were presented for the Commerce Building and all ideas will be appreciated.  Alex Davison thanked the Council again for remembering the employees at Christmas and he appreciated it also. He had a call from a citizen on changing lot lines for sale and asked Council for direction. Resurvey and re-plating of the lots was the consensus on that. He also asked Council for ownership on burned building on 6th and Elm. Something needs done with this property.
	
ADJOURNMENT  Councilman Ragsdale moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed with 4 ayes and the meeting was adjourned at 8:48pm.
