ITEM #7 Second reading on Ordinance 2015-01 Franchise renewal for Cheyenne Light, Fuel and Power Company.  Mayor Pro-Tem had Clerk read Ordinance by Title for Council.  Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve Ordinance 2015-01 with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Attorney Davison recommended to substitute amended Ordinance 2015-01 with Ordinance presented. Councilman Fornstrom so moved and Councilman Curtis second. Motion to accept amended Ordinance 2015-01 passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  The motion to approve Ordinance 2015-01 passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 

ITEM # 8 Approve Resolution 2015-02 naming Mayor Shain to the Wyoming Municipalities’ State Small Credit Initiative Consortium. Councilman Curtis made a motion to Approve Resolution 2015-02 with a second from Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #9 Approve Professional Service agreement and Project Preapplication on Airport Seal Coat Project.  Jeff Wolfe was present and explained the agreement and answer any question the Council might have.  Councilman Curtis moved to approve Professional Service agreement with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 10 Approve Professional Service Agreements with Lidstone and Associates on replacing Water Storage Tanks.  Chris Lidstone addressed the Council on the Agreement, Design process, Bidding process and Construction.  Councilman Curtis moved to approve the Professional Service Agreement with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 11 Proposal from Randy Byers on Kimzey Property.  Attorney Davison stated that Randy Byers will be here at the next meeting and that will give Council time to look over the Proposal and bring questions for him at that time.

ITEM #12  Reher Park - Council tabled this until the next meeting in February until a figure on funding could be decided on.

ITEM #13 Consensus projects (continued) Finishing of Reher Park and lighting on Main Street are the topics Council feels needs to be addressed.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Sharon Fain thanked Alex Davison for all his hard work on getting the Franchise agreement completed.

He was not asked to comment before publication which he noted was a first in his experience. If he had been asked to comment he would have stated that there is no right of free speech where there is no right to speak in the first place. The public has no right to address a legislative body such as the Congress, State Legislature, School Board or Town Council.  If the Council invites the public it retains  has the right to control content of all Visitors’ comments in open meeting. Councilman Mohren reported that the he had met with the School on the new building and plans will be available at the Friday Night Basketball game for citizens to view and next week they will be at the Town Hall. Also the Hospital needs someone to replace Ann Lansden on the Joint Powers Board.  Councilman Fornstrom stated that Sonja has space left on the bus trip to Stock Show Friday the 23rd.  He and Councilman Curtis will be working on a lease agreement for the Kimzey property. Carleen reminded Council that Councilman Mohren, Rene and Carleen will be at WAM Winter workshop this week and we are to host the next Quarterly meeting in March. Councilman reported that we have 2 grasshopper mowers that have been sent in for repairs and asked the Council if we could sell the JD 4400 with bush hog and an 855 loader tractor.  They agreed and will get it out for bid.
