NEW BUSINESS	Update Wyoming Surplus contact information and Resolution.  Wyoming Surplus provided a Resolution for approval and signature.  The Resolution authorizes three individuals to make purchases on behalf of the Town of Pine Bluffs; individuals recommended were Sonja Carlson-Fornstrom, Jerry Lamb, and Carleen Graves.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve the resolution authorizing the stated individuals.  Councilman Mohren seconded and the motion passed with 4 ayes.
Item 5 Review, approve, and sign Resolution 2016-03 supporting WAM at the 2016 Budget Session.  After review Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve Resolution 2016-03.  Councilman Ragsdale seconded the motion and it passed with 4 ayes.
Item 6 was listed as the Laramie County School District #2 to discuss their Building Permit was tabled as no representative was present.
VISITOR COMMENTS	None
DEPARTMENT REPORTS	Kim Patterson, Treasurer provided a status update on current projects:  the Main Street Lighting Project as well as the Veterans Memorial Project are on hold due to the frost levels being too deep, although parts have been ordered for the lighting and are due at the end of the month.  The Water Storage Tank is on schedule; the new tank has been ordered and 8-10weeks out.  Training is scheduled for Jerry, Kim, and Carleen for the Electric Meter project.  Kim also requested that she and Carleen attend Asyst program training during the week of March 14th; funds are available therefore the training was approved.
Councilman Curtis discussed a training opportunity for the Town to partner with High West Energy to provide the Public Works Director, Jerry Lamb, with an opportunity to work toward a Journeyman license. This will entail a 4-year plan, some Town expense for books and testing materials as well as employee time to participate in the training.  At this time, Mayor Shain and the Council requested further information regarding employee liability coverage, the ability to secure a contract for future employment with Jerry.  The Treasurer/Human Resources Advisor, Kim Patterson, will work with the Town Attorney, Alex Davison, to determine coverage and discuss an employee contract.
The Town read and appreciated receiving a Letter of Thanks from the Grace Lutheran Church for our snow removal efforts for Sunday services.
