

February 2, 2015 Minutes


Regular Meeting

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Present: Mayor William Shain; Councilman Tom Mohren; Councilman Mark Forntrom; Councilman Alan Curtis; Councilman Michael Ragsdale; Carleen Graves, Clerk; and Alex Davison Attorney. Mayor William Shain called the Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL Mayor Shain noted that an Executive Session will be needed at the end of the meeting.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to accept the Agenda with a second from Councilman Ragsdale with the addition of an Executive Session. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 5 Third and final reading of Ordinance 2015-01 Franchise renewal for Cheyenne Light, Fuel and Power Company.  Mayor Shain read the Ordinance by Title and asked Council for discussion.  Councilman Mohren made a motion to approve Ordinance 2015-01 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously by roll call vote.

ITEM #6 Sign and execute MSI Contract for Booster Station Project.  Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to accept the Contract from MSI for the Booster Station Project with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 7 Adopt and sign Resolution and Agreement from Western Area Power Administration.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve Resolution from WAPA with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 8 Randy Byers spoke to Council on a Land Use plan for the Kimzey Property and took questions from the council.  Council asked what kind of a time line he was looking at.  Randy Byers thought that from initial proposal to start process would be about 6 months.  Councilman Formstrom moved to go forward with the proposal and Councilman Ragsdale seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Attorney Davison pointed out that a professional service agreement should be signed after the first meeting.

ITEM #9 Reher Park – Mayor Shain will get with Sonja and see if we can scale down on playground area and get more currant prices and put in a picnic area.

ITEM #10 Consensus projects (continued) Lighting on Main Street is the topic Council feels needs to be addressed.
Quote has been obtained from Tom McDonough for the light poles and equipment. Council feels like an engineer should be contacted and go out for bids.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Larry Silvey updated the Council on the Veterans Memorial Project. He received notice that the BRC Enhancement Grant Application will not recommended for funding. He will continue to move forward with project and keep Council updated.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Attorney Davison reported that the Airport Consultant issue has been taken care of and RFP has gone out for advertisement.  Councilman Mohren reported on the WAM Winter work Shop held at the end of January. Carleen reminded Council that we host the next Quarterly meeting and asked Council to decide on a date in March.  March 10th was agreed upon if Rock Ranch is available.  A response was sent to WAM in support of the 25 million in supplemental budget Governor Mead is asking for.  Consensus grant is on SLIB’S agenda February 5 for approval. Mayor Shain reported that the water committee is moving forward. February 19 the State wide Housing Study will meet and asked if Councilman Curtis could attend. Councilman Curtis agreed to go.

Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to hire Paula Bivens as Town Treasurer with a second from Councilman Curtis.
Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed with 4 ayes and the meeting was adjourned.
