

February 17, 2015 Minutes


Regular Meeting

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Present: Mayor William Shain; Councilman Alan Curtis; Councilman Michael Ragsdale; Councilman Tom Mohren; Carleen Graves, Clerk; and Alex Davison Attorney. Also present was Jerry Lamb and Tom McDonough.  Mayor William Shain called the Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL Councilman Curtis made a motion to accept the Agenda with a second from Councilman Ragsdale with the addition of an Executive Session. Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT ADGENDA Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to approve all items in consent agenda items 1 through 4and a second was heard from Councilman Mohren. ITEM #8 Mayor Shain started with Item 8 so Tom McDonough could leave early.  Tom answered question from the Council on the Main Street Lighting Project.  The estimates were gone over and after questions were answered Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to apply for a Consensus Block Grant for Phase I of the Main Street Lighting Project in the amount of $195,000.00.  Councilman Curtis seconded the motion and it passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

Mayor Shain recommended to Council after interviewing Kim Patterson, with Councilman Fornstrom and Curtis, that we hire her as new Town Treasurer.  She indicated that she would accept the position if offered.   Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to approve the hiring of Kim Patterson as the new treasurer with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes. Mayor Shain noted that her first day will be March 16 and that we can do the swearing in at the March 16th meeting.

ITEM #6 Jerry Lamb was present to inform Council on the Bid Opening of Equipment that was advertised.  With the proceeds he asked the Council if he could purchase a new Commercial mower and one new weed eater.  After discussion Councilman Curtis made a motion to purchase a JD Z930M Z trak and one weed eater with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.  Jerry also presented to the Council a new rate schedule for the EMS Service.  Council felt these new rates are still within the high and low rates of other services and Councilman Curtis motioned to accept the new rates as proposed with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

ITEM # 7 Reher Park Project – no new ideas.

VISITOR COMMENTS: none

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Attorney Davison reported that the Senior Citizens would like a contract with the Town using the Bus and Van.  Councilman Curtis will check with the seniors what they are looking for. Meanwhile Alex will get what he has to Rene.   Carleen asked the Council if she could make reservations for the next Finance Directors Workshop in Jackson for her and Kim. Council felt this would be a good source to learn more on Municipal Government. The Housing Study will be conducted in March in Pine Bluffs, Cheyenne, Albin and Burns.  Council agreed to let her hold the meeting at the Commerce Building free of charge.  Mayor Shain shared with Council that Mayor Kaysen asked for help in funding the summer WAM Convention in June.  Council felt this is important and agreed to sponsor the breaks.  He also reported that the Water meetings are moving forward.
