Councilman Curtis moved to approve all voucher and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #  3,  Steve Stone, Karen Guidice, High Plains Economic Development; Dana Barnett, Ken Hunter and John Gross were present to present to Council plans to update and rebuild the Medical Center here in town in a joint effort with CRMC and Kimball Health Services.   A Resolution is needed and will be ready by next meeting.  Work will start on the new Clinic sometime early spring.

ITEM # 4,   Second Reading Ordinance 2013-01.   Residents Jerry and Christy Barker, Jean Peterson and Roy Werner were present with questions for Council on the time frame for paying back the  street assessment and whether or not a sidewalk is necessary.  After discussion a motion to approve the Ordinance on second reading was made by Councilman Mohren and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale.  The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes with Councilman Fornstrom abstaining. Third reading will be postponed until the 3rd week in March.

ITEM # 5, Town Attorney Davison reported on the bore process in the Park.  The Change Order #2 was tabled.

ITEM # 6, Approval of three building permits: 830 Sanders Drive, 512 Maple Street and 600 Parsons.  Motion to approve all three permits was made by Councilman Ragsdale and seconded by Councilman Curtis.  Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 7, Approval of Invoice # 3 from Lidstone and Associates for the design of the Water Loop Project in the amount of $6,391.45.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 8, Approval on Invoice from MC Schaff and Associates for the Airport Hanger/Apron Project in the amount of $ 133,154.89.  A motion from Councilman Ragsdale and a second from Councilman Curtis was made to approve the Invoice.  Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.  Stewart Rusch updated Council on the progress of project and to request an additional 14 days to complete the work. Jeff Wolfe spoke to council on the project and recommended not to act on extension. He will submit a request letter to FAA and WYDOT for the extension and bring that back to council.  

ITEM # 9, Approval of Invoice # 4 from Lidstone and Associates for the Water distribution Line Construction Project in the amount of $ 3,417.95.  A motion was made by Councilman Fornstrom and a second by Councilman Curtis to accept.  Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 10, Approval of new Bond Schedule as presented by Judge Moran. Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept Bond Schedule second by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
