ITEM # 6 Discussions was heard on the Main Street Lighting Project.  ESC submitted a new proposal to Council and after discussion Councilman Curtis moved to move ahead with ESC Proposal and a second was heard from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

Carleen reported that she will be working on upcoming renewal bids for insurance and asked the Council if they wanted to advertise in Wyoming Ag magazine again. Mayor Shain reminded everyone that the Housing Study will be conducted March 11 in Pine Bluffs, with 2 meetings being held, one at 2:00pm and one at 7:00 pm at the Commerce Building. Councilman Ragsdale reported that the Eastern Laramie County Landfill has a lifetime permit now.  Just the 3rd one in the State.  Councilman Curtis attended a Housing Meeting on the 19th of February in preparation of the March 11 meeting. He also had concerns on the tires piling up in town.  Would like to incorporate a tire cleanup day in with the Town’s cleanup day.  Councilman Ragsdale will check into it as far as the Land fill is concerned.
