NEW BUSINESS Sharayah Kimzey and Cali Warden spoke to the Council about lowering the lease amount due to their only being one stylist in the Beauty Box starting April 1, 2016.  After hearing from Sharayah and Cali and after discussion the Council agreed to a 6 month lease at $600.00 per month and to revisit the lease after the 6 months.  A motion was made to that effect by Councilman Fornstrom with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

Review and approve Water Agreement with WYDOT.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve the Agreement with WYDOT with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

Review and approve Resolution 2016-05 capturing the funds from CWC Grant No. 13412.  Councilman Curtis asked for clarification that this is for item “g” on consent agenda.  Kim Patterson answered the question.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve and sign Resolution 2016-05 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Tammy Tucker spoke to the Council about leasing a room in the Commerce Building for a new business called “Something on the Way”. After visiting with Tammy, Councilman Fornstrom made a motion with a second from Councilman Ragsdale to agree to a 5 year lease at $1000.00 per month with Tammy Tucker.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.  Leo Urbanek introduced himself to the Council.  He is the new owner of 922 E. 10th Street and is very happy to be a new resident of Pine Bluffs.  Larry Silvey explained a few changes to the Veterans Memorial to the Council and Council had no problems with the changes.  Dennis Michaud asked if his building permit was ok and Council approved it without discussion.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilman Fornstrom expressed his gratitude to the Town on the support that was show last weekend at State Basketball to the Teams. PD interview process has been on going and his recommendation is to offer the Patrolman positon to Travis Moore. Councilman Ragsdale made a motion with a second from Councilman Mohren to offer the position of Patrolman to Travis Moore.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes. Kim Patterson reported on the 2014 Audit as getting closer but they still have a few more questions to be answered.  All departments are within their Budget, The Willis Team with BCBS was down with the new policy updates.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion with a second from Councilman Curtis to approve the new policy. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.  The Electric project kick off meeting was last week; the Public Works Pick-up was delivered.  Main Street lighting project is moving along as is the North Wells field project and the Land Use Plan. The Water Tower demo will begin at the end of March.  Veterans Memorial Project has started.  A letter has been drawn up on the condition of the Rest Area. Kim asked if we can advertise the pivots for sale that sit on the North Well Land, Council agreed that she could get those listed. At this point the Mayor had to excuse himself as he had an emergency come up.  Kim then showed the Council a refreshing new brand for the Town.  Council agreed that she could move forward with the new design.  Carleen reported that the Wyoming Rodeo Association will hold their Finals here in Pine Bluffs August 26 and 27th.  Councilman Curtis stated that the change of water use rights has been done and the Mayor worked very hard on getting this done.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Meeting was adjourned.
