Present: Mayor William Shain; Councilman Tom Mohren; Councilman Mark Fornstrom; Councilman Alan Curtis; Councilman Michael Ragsdale Carleen Graves, Clerk; Kimberly Patterson, Treasurer. William Shain called the Meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the Agenda as presented. A second from Councilman Ragsdale was heard and motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #6 Mayor Shain conducted the Swearing of new Town Treasure Kimberly Patterson. 

ITEM # 7 Accept Lidsone and Associates RFP Proposal for North Wells Project. Mark Stacy was present to explain RFP and answer questions from Council.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept Base Bid Proposal with Alternates included with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 8 Accept and Sign Stevens Subdivision Plat for Rob Stevens.  Council tabled this until Attorney Davison has a chance to look at it.

ITEM # 9 Approve Resolution 2015-03 Funding for Main Street Lighting Project.  Councilman Fornstrom read Resolution 2015-03 by Title with a motion to follow to Approve Resolution 2015-03 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #10 Approve Ground lease renewal agreement with American Tower.  Council tabled this until Attorney Davison has a chance to look at this.

ITEM #11 Larry Silvey wants to split Lot No. 1 – Block 2 at Business Park.  Larry Silvey explained the history to the Council.  Councilman Curtis moved to approve pending Attorney Davison’s approval.  Councilman Ragsdale seconds the motion and it passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #12 Vern Hackbarth questioned the Council on a bill he received from the RV Park when he backed over an electric pedestal.  Council agreed to reduce the bill to cover the Town’s cost of a new pedestal.

ITEM #13 RV PARK – Jerry Lamb asked the Council for approval to go ahead and replace 13 more water hydrants to be ready for the summer.  Councilman Curtis moved to go ahead and get the hydrants replaced with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #14 Discussion related to possible Consensus projects. (Continued). Mayor Shain noted that since we are moving ahead on the Main Street Lighting Project this can be taken off agenda for now.  Jerry Lamb noted that maybe in the future we need to look into the parking on 8th Street.  

VISITOR COMMENTS: Roger Barnes talked to the Council about leasing ground at the Airport for construction of new hangers.  He gave the Council a sample lease agreement he had and the Council will have Attorney Davison check into this. Larry Silvey asked about a tire day in combination with Town Cleanup day.  We will check into this as Council felt like there is more and more tires piling up in Town.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Councilman Mohren asked about the Hotel Study.  Councilman Fornstrom relayed that a 30-35 unit Hotel would work here in Town it’s just a money issue now.  Councilman Fornstrom has been talking with Recreation Director and they are not happy with the condition the Rest Area is in.  Councilman Curtis told him that he has put in a call to the State about the same concerns. He also will talk to the Police Department about making contact with Residents concerning cleaning up their yards.   Carleen reported that she and Kim will be attending a workshop in Casper on Thursday with WEBT on insurance.  April 18 or 19 there will be a benefit for Maddens at the Community Center and asked if we could wave the fee.  Council agreed to waive the fee.   Victor Kashin needs a letter from the Town stating that he lives and will operate his business within the Commercial zoning of Pine Bluffs.  A letter was given to Council to review and felt it was ok to sign and give to him.  Mayor Shain shared that the Water Committee is still going and Mayor Judy Johnstone from Burns is sharing his concerns while he is at the Town’s council meetings. Councilman Ragsdale reported that Gene Purdy wants to start up a new business and is looking for Commercial Zoned land.  He owns 10 acres in a residential zoning and wanted to know about getting that changed.  We will speak to Attorney Davison on this.  Also Reher Park has some sinking issues on the wall that came down last fall. Councilman Curtis reported that the Housing Study held last week in Pine bluffs was well attended and results will be getting back to us soon. 

MEETINGS AND ANNOUCEMENTS WAM Convention is in June and Clerk has the registration forms.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilman Fornstrom moved to go into Executive Session with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously.  Councilman Fornstrom moved to end Executive Session with a second from Council Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously.  

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed with 4ayes and the meeting was adjourned.
