Also present was Polly Taylor, Nancy Sundin, and Rob Stevens. Mayor William Shain called the Meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the Agenda with the removal of Item #12. A second from Councilman Ragsdale was heard and motion passed unanimously with 3ayes.

ITEM #9 Mayor Shain recommended that Kim Patterson be designated as an additional signatory on all Bank and Savings Accounts.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to add Kim Patterson as signatory on all Town Bank and Savings Accounts with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes. 

ITEM # 10 Approve Resolution 2015-05, replat for Rob Stevens Subdivision.  Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve Resolution 2015-05 replatting for Stevens Subdivision.  Councilman Curtis seconds the motion and it passed unanimously with 3 ayes. Rob Stevens arrived after Council approves the Resolution and had a few questions on placing Covenances on the property.  Council told Rob he could that the Council has no say in that.

ITEM # 11 Approve Change order Number #1 on Booster Station Rehabilitation Project.  Mayor Shain explained the Change order from the Original plan.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve Change Order #1 on the Booster Station Rehabilitation Project with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

ITEM # 12 Removed from Agenda.

ITEM #13 Sign Professional Services Agreement with Lidstone and Associates for North Well Field Project.  This item was postponed until a later date.

ITEM #14 Renew Lease agreements with Pine Bluffs Gravel and Excavating. Councilman Curtis had concerns that the piles of up to high on the Northeast Corner and need to be moved back.  Councilman Fornstrom moved to renew the Lease agreement with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. Mayor Shain asked Councilman Ragsdale to voice our concerns and have the piles of rock moved.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Nancy Sundin attended a workshop in Cheyenne on landscape to attract birds and butterflies and asked the Council if she could pursue the idea of fixing the weed problem at the Daycare.  Council felt this would be good and explained that Public Works department has an active weed control program in place.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Attorney Davison explained to the Council that the issue with Larry Silvey on his lots has been straighten out.  Councilman Mohren attended the WAM Regional Meeting in Wheatland this afternoon and that is why he arrived at Council meeting a little late. He also had numbers for the Council on the attendance at the Daycare with 806 kids in the month of March.  60 Families used the services with 83 different kids attending with an average of 37 children per day.   Carleen asked the Council if they would like to advertise in Pine Bluffs Post High Plains Adventures 2015 guide.  Cost will be the same as last year at $275.00.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to advertise again with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Carleen also asked the Council if they felt for the Election if an additional Judge would be beneficial or use the 3 ladies in the office.  Council felt it would be a good idea to have an extra judge for the Election. Chris Lidstone will be here on April 9 the work with Kim and Carleen on updating the new Treasurer on all projects.  April 7 will be another site visit for the Veterans Memorial if any of the Council can attend.  Councilman Curtis reported that Jerry has a recommendation on cleaning up buildings and will have a list next meeting for surplus.  Cleanup day is set for June 8, 2015.
