ITEM #9   Bid Award on the Airport Thrasher Project. Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the Bid on The Airport Thrasher with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 10 Approval of Resolution 2014-11 Authorizing the Submission of a Joint Powers Act Application to the State Lands and Investment Board for the Purpose of the North Wells Project.  Councilman Fornstrom motioned to approve Resolution 2014-11 with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 11 Approval of Resolution 2014-12 Authorizing the Submission of a Drinking Water State Revolving Fund Application for the North Wells Project.  Councilman Curtis motioned to approve Resolution 2014-12 with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motioned passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 12 Approval of Resolution 2014-14 Confirming the Intended Reduction of Water Debt from 2012 Voter Approved 6th Penny Proceeds.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-14 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 13 Approval of Resolution 2014-13 amending the Town of Pine Bluffs rates charged for sewer service; providing for Severability and providing an Effective date.  Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to approve Resolution 2013-13 with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #14 Revisit Bid from 4 Rivers on Tractor for maintenance.  The question of what will be done with the old tractor was answered so Councilman Ragsdale motioned to accept the bid from 4 Rivers with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #15 Approval of Weller Plat. With no discussion Councilman Curtis moved to approve Weller Plat with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #16 Revisit Lidstone Amendment Resolutions 2014-08. After discussion Council decide that money to cover Resolution will come from water savings and the additional amount will be funded as a loan from the Utilities with a Resolution being made.  Attorney Davison made a clarification point that the staff will decide which Utility Fund to take loan from.  Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve Resolution 2014-08 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.


ITEM # 17 Revisit City Park Gazebo project.  Council would like to see price of the 20 x 20 cover before voting on it. Councilman Fornstrom moved to delay the decision until next meeting with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Nancy Sundin approached the Council about the weeds in the rock garden at the Daycare and would like to put in a garden on the south side of the building to eliminate weeds in the rocks. She will try and get sponsors for the cost and teach the kids about planting and growing a garden. Council felt this sounded like a good idea and she could take it to Julie for discussion.  Dawn Crouse explained the building permit in detail to Council and asked they would waive the permit fee. Where they are replacing one movable shed for another Council felt no permit was needed so there would be no fee. Gina Hartford brought in clean up and cost estimates to replace items damaged in water leak from the abandon well that set behind her house. Mayor told her we would get that to our insurance.  Daryl Gade is moving property line between  the Motel and storage units and asked the Council how to proceed with the alley that dead ends at the of the storage units. Depending on how it is plated Council felt we might be able to vacate it.  Zach Laux introduced Allie Hurley as the new reporter at the Post to the Council.  
	
DEPARTMENT REPORTS Councilman Mohren reported that the Daycare is working with the school on improving the preschool program.  Carleen Graves asked the Council to name a voting delegate for the WAM Convention in June. Councilman Fornstrom moved to name Councilman Mohren the voting delegate with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.  Caryn Miller was named the alternate.  Ads were placed for 2 Public Works positions with one being filled. Mowing for cemetery and parks and concession stand bid ads are also out. The Trail Days Committee asked if the Council is willing to cook and serve breakfast again this year with all agreeing.  Mayor Shain shared his meeting with Governor Mead on the Kimzey project was a positive meeting.  The Mayors will meet prior to the Quarterly meeting on SLIB money and the Council felt Mayor Shains’ ideas on the amounts were fair.  Councilman Curtis reported that Chris Lidstone was here for the public meeting on March 28th with no one from the public attending and Chris did a good job of explaining the process.

MEETINGS AND ANNOUCEMENTS Quarterly Meeting will be May 1, 214 in Burns starting at 6:00pm with the Mayor meeting prior. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilman Fornstrom moved to go into Executive Session with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Mayor Shain noting it is on personnel with no decision being made. Councilman Fornstrom moved to end the Executive Session with a second from Councilman Mohren.
