ITEM #7   Approval of Resolution 2014-15 authorizing a loan from the Electric, Sewer and Garbage utilities for unexpected future expenses on the North Wells and due diligence Project. Attorney Davison reviewed the Resolution with Treasure Caryn Miller and is satisfied with it. Councilman Curtis moved to approve Resolution 2014-15 with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

[bookmark: _GoBack]ITEM # 8 Revisit City Park Gazebo. After discussion Councilman Ragsdale moved to accept Option 2 which is for the larger shelter with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #9 Approvals of bids on summer mowing of Parks and Cemetery and the Operating of the Concession Stand. After looking at the bids and discussion Councilman Fornstrom moved to accept the bid from Werner’s on the cemetery if they mow at least once in October, which Werner’s agreed to; Commerce Building and Daycare, and Dustin Lee’s bid for Parks and Community Center. Councilman Ragsdale seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  A motion was made by Councilman Curtis to accept the highest bid on the running of the Concession Stand with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS: David Martin was present to announce his Campaign for Sheriff of Laramie County.  He invited the Council to attend the announcement April 29, 2014 at L.C.C.C. Commissioner Thompson was here and share with the Council what is happening in the County.  
	
DEPARTMENT REPORTS Carleen Graves informed the Council sewer rates have been updated and water tap rates have been adjusted as to the size of water taps customers have.  She asked the Council permission for Town Hall to attend the Convention in June which will be held in Casper this year.  The Council gave permission to attend.  Councilman Ragsdale reported that the loader is in need of repairs.  A resident reported to Councilman Ragsdale that Cheyenne Light Fuel and Power hit their sewer line while installing new gas line; he will let Tom McDonough know. 

MEETINGS AND ANNOUCEMENTS Quarterly Meeting will be May 1, 214 in Burns starting at 6:00pm with the Mayor meeting prior. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilman Fornstrom moved to go into Executive Session with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Mayor Shain noting it is on personnel and litigation with no decision being made. Councilman Fornstrom moved to end the Executive Session with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.
