NEW BUSINESS Review and accept the bid recommendation for the North Well Field Project.  Chris Lidstone explained the results to the Council on the recent bid opening and recommended to approve Sargent Drilling as low bid.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to award the bid to Sargent Drilling with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
Chris Lidstone then gave an update of the Water Tank Project and the issues associated with the wrong locate being done on the distribution line.  He feels this can be done with a field order as opposed to a change order with the cost around $10,000.  He also asked for the area to be cleaned up by hole #3 for the Golf Tournament that is to be held this coming weekend.  Councilman Curtis asked how we missed the locate?  Chris explained that it was the owner representative that didn’t trace the line.

Kim Patterson presented the 1st Reading of the 2017 Fiscal Budget to the Council and explained the expected shortages that are expected and her recommendations for the Electric Enterprise Fund.  After discussion Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to pass the 1st Reading of FY 2017 Budget with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Jerry Sanders expressed his concerns with the condition of the Cemetery.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Kim Patterson stated that the training on the Electrical Command Center was a fantastic class and a lot of information was brought home.   Carleen reminded the Council that Monday, May 30 the Town Hall will be closed for Memorial Day and that the invitations for the Quarterly Meeting have been sent out. Jerry Lamb reported that the Town didn’t receive any bids for the summer mowing.

MEETINGS AND ANNOUCEMENTS Next Town Council Meeting will be May 16, 2016 at 7:30 pm. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to go into Executive Session with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to come out of Executive Session with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ADDITIONAL NEW BUSINESS Due to the lack of bids for the Mowing and Landscaping RFP, Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to hire three seasonal employees to complete the task with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.  Meeting was adjourned.
