
May 16, 2016 Minutes

Regular Meeting

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Present: Mayor William Shain; Councilman Thomas Mohren; Councilman Mark Fornstrom; Councilman Michael Ragsdale; Councilman Alan Curtis; Kim Patterson, Treasurer; Carleen Graves, Clerk; Alex Davison, Attorney. Also present was Zach Spadt from the Pine Bluffs Post, Ryan Gross with Knotty Pine and Leroy Lipska.  Mayor Shain called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

AGENDA APPROVAL Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the Agenda as presented with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

APPROVAL OF CONSENT ADGENDA Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve all items in consent agenda items 1 through 4 after a question on if the Building Permit was needed.   A second was heard from Councilman Ragsdale and the motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

CONSIDERATION OF CLAIMS 


NEW BUSINESS Review and accept a re-plat of Lot 5, Block 7, Simkins-Black Subdivision by Leroy Lipska.  After discussion and clarification that the Town would not be responsible for the road or access to the property Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the re-plat with a second from Councilman Curtis.  The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

Kim Patterson presented the 2nd Reading of the 2017 Fiscal Budget to the Council and explained the changes as far as combining four departments into one as far as budgeting.  Discussion was also held on adjustments for an 8% shortfall on sales tax revenue. It was revisited that an RFQ will be advertised for along with restructuring the Daycare billing.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to send out an RFQ and have the Treasurer put together a restructure contract billing for the next meeting.  A second was heard from Councilman Mohren and it passed unanimously with 5 ayes.  A motion was made by Councilman Curtis to pass the 2nd Reading of FY 2017 Budget with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes. Kim also explained to the Council that she has been exploring ways to finish Reher Park and asked the Councils permission to move forward with plans.  Council agreed for her to move forward.

VISITOR COMMENTS   Ryan Gross with Knotty Pine Saloon was present and explained to the Council ideas for a 4th of July Celebration to coincide with the Annual Fireworks Celebration.  They would like to bring in Bands and have an All Day Celebration at the Rodeo/Ball Park Complex.  Council felt this sounded good and asked that he get with the Fire Department, Roping Club and Sonja to cover all bases.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Alex had a couple of clarifying questions on the Daycare RFQ and on the Daycare Tax issue needing another witness to attend the hearing June 16th.  Mayor Shain agreed to attend the hearing.  Kim Patterson shared a card of Thanks from Dennis Talich on Kim’s help for working with him on the Golf Course. Carleen reminded the Council that Monday, May 30 the Town Hall will be closed for Memorial Day; Quarterly Meeting will be Tuesday night at 6:00 pm.  Kara Kimzey would like to do a community service project with her 4-H Group. Council thought that would be great and The Lions Club fund raiser will be May 29th in City Park.  Roping Club approached the Town Hall with questions on a Shed they would like to place at the Arena for an office on ground level. A reminder to Council that the Town Hall will be closed Monday, May 30th for Memorial Day.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Fornstrom moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.  Meeting was adjourned.
