ITEM # 6 Second Reading of the Revenues and Expenditures for the Town Fiscal Year 2015-2016.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve Ordinance 2015-02 on second reading with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

ITEM #7For review and concurrence: Airport Seal Coat Project bid tab and documents.  MC Schaff recommends to award Straight Stripe Painting on a letter recommendation from the State. Councilman Curtis made a motion to award to Straight Stripe on the recommendation of the State with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Nancy Sundin had some thoughts on the Daycare’s need for a cook. She thought the Senior Citizens could provide the service.  Council agreed that this is a good idea but with the scheduling of meals for the kids and the extra reports that it wouldn’t work.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Alex Davidson is trying to line up Legal counsel with no success.  Kim Patterson reported that we are working on opening up the Archeology Site, Grant application for the Land Planning has been submitted and also the Vehicle Replacement Grant.  The Veterans Memorial Project was approved and she is working on updating information for Burns Insurance.   Carleen reported that in March a building permit that was brought before the Council had been tabled to have set backs review was never voted on to be approved.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve the building permit with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.  WAM Convention starts next Wednesday – Friday so Council pack won’t be available until Monday the 15th.  Mayor Shain reminded everyone of the Community Garage Sale on Saturday.  Councilman Ragsdale wanted to give kudos to the Public Works Department for the mowing job at the Cemetery.
