NEW BUSINESS Review and accept Request for Congested Flight Area Plan for mosquito spraying from Circle S Aviation After review, Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the plan with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

Mayor Shain read the First Reading of Ordinance 2016-01 which amends Ordinance 2012-02 and updates the electric franchise fee.  There were no questions or comments from attendees.  Treasurer Kim Patterson stated that the Ordinance would match fees with revenues and would represent a more accurate fee structure.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the First Reading of Ordinance 2016-01 with a second from Councilman Curtis. The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Frank Smith representing Farmers State Bank proposed plans to install a drive through lane for the bank.  The three plans represented options based on the ability to purchase additional land and the Governing Body’s agreement to work with the bank on infrastructure changes, specifically electric lines, and the ability to use the alley.  Jerry Lamb, the Public Works Director was present to discuss the electric line and pole changes.  No firm pricing was available, but will be obtained.  In addition, Mayor Shain and the Council requested a cost to bury the lines not only to the bank, but an additional cost to bury the lines further to the North in an effort to increase infrastructure for all businesses. There was also discussion regarding paving the alley and altering large truck traffic to eliminate the need for a thicker concrete paving and it was determined that the dumpster could be relocated to eliminate the trash truck from having to travel down the alley.  

Mr. Mark Anderson of Burns Insurance presented the Town’s annual insurance plan.  Although there were changes to add equipment and vehicles based on recent purchases, and remove equipment, there was no significant change in cost.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the updated policy with a second from Councilman Mohren.  The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

Kim Patterson, the Town Treasurer, presented two proposals for the Day Care Center.  The proposals were requested to reduce the need to subsidize the Center from the General Fund.  One proposal was in response to a Request for Qualifications and was submitted by Ms. Jessica Loyd of Alphabet Academy.  The second proposal was an Operations and Management Plan for the Town to make internal changes to the customer contracts, rates, and operations of the center as a Town entity.  The Town plan would initially decrease the subsidy by approximately 47%, but still represents a significant dollar amount.  Qualifications from Jessica Loyd of Alphabet Academy LLC were also presented.  Councilman Fornstrom asked questions regarding the Town’s plan to increase revenues and decrease some expenses, but was still concerned that there was a subsidy of approximately $100,000 even with changes.  Councilman Curtis made comment regarding the fact that the subsidy increased this year instead of decreased and Councilman Mohren commented that the budget cut from this year may be minor compared to future years so we should be prepared.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to enter into a partnership with a non-governmental entity with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. The vote would be to enter into negotiations with Alphabet Academy LLC to form a contract for a 

VISITOR COMMENTS Employees of the Pine Bluffs Day Care Center questioned what would happen with the current Center employees.  Mayor Shain stated that there would be an opportunity with Alphabet Academy and Ms. Loyd also commented that they would welcome all applicants.  The goal is to enter into negotiations during the following week and achieve a turn over within 60-90 days.  Kim Patterson stated that the process should be seamless for the children, the customers, and the employees would be provided a 30-day notice, but not until negotiations were solidified. 

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Kim Patterson stated that the Airport Master Plan was finalized and available for review.  On June 20th there would be a kick-off meeting for the North Wells Land Planning Project at 6:00 pm and stated that we would be requesting representation from the community to participate in a planning committee.  The final budget reading will also be held on June 20th with the Public Hearing being directly before the Regular meeting.  Ms. Patterson also requested to combine several checking accounts in an effort to streamline financials.  All fund accounting is registered in the accounting program they do not need to be duplicated in the form of various checking accounts.  The Governing Body agreed to streamline the checking accounts.  Councilman Ragsdale and Council Mohren commented on the success of the celebration at the airport as well as the community yard sale.  Councilman Fornstrom had concern that a basketball backboard was shattered again this year.  It was suggested that we install a camera. 

MEETINGS AND ANNOUCEMENTS Next Town Council Meeting will be June 20, 2016 at 7:30 pm. And will be preceded by the Public Hearing for the FY17 budget. 

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Fornstrom moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.  Meeting was adjourned.
