ITEM #7 2013 Annual Audit presentation from McGee, Hearn and Paiz.  No audit presentation was made due to the Auditor not coming down.

ITEM #8 Discussions and possible award of bid for North Lift Station, Chris Lidstone. Council will wait for Chris Lidstone to arrive before discussing.  Council asked Treasurer to call and see if he is on his way.

ITEM #9 Approval of ordinance 2014-01 setting the FY 2014-2015 Budget for the Town, Third and final reading.  Councilman Curtis moved to approve ordinance 2014-01 setting the FY 2014-2015 Budget for the Town. A second was made by Councilman Ragsdale.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilman Mohren voting aye, Councilman Fornstrom voting aye, Mayor Shain voting aye, Councilman Ragsdale voting aye and Councilman Curtis voting aye; the motion passed unanimously.

ITEM #10 Approval of Resolution 2014-23 Budget amendment to capture revenues and expenses from Recreation Board Grant. With no discussion Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve Resolution 2014-23 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM # 11 Approval of Resolution 2014-24 guaranteeing repayment of JPA Loan for North Wells Project.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-24 with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Gary Roadifer from the Lions Club was present to ask the Council for the same level of support as last year for their Historical Walk on July 12 such as use of bus, print brochures and open Town Hall for bathrooms use. Councilman Fornstom made a motion to approve the same level of sponsorship as last year with a second from Councilman Mohren. Motion passed with 5 ayes.  Larry Spier was present to introduce himself to the Council and announce that he is running for County Commissioner.  Dennis and Mark Michaud asked the Council about sub-leasing a hanger out at the airport. Our current leases prohibit sub-leasing but Attorney Davison will revisit the Towns current lease agreements. Dalton Fuller had questions on the new increase in RV lot rates. 
	
DEPARTMENT REPORTS Councilman Mohren reported on the WAM Convention in Casper last week and reported that Cheyenne will host it next year and Cheyenne’s Mayor asked the small Towns to help out. Carleen Graves gave Council a report on the RV Park and asked if staff could move forward with some repairs.  Council felt staff could start with replacing some water hydrants.  Tom McDonough has contacted a company about getting some electrical upgrades done also. Councilman Ragsdale reported that work has begun on Reher Park.  Councilman Curtis has concerns on the Chrysliss House.  Treasurer Miller answered some questions that the Council had regarding the Chrysliss House.
