NEW BUSINESS After discussion, Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve permits for Knotty Pine Saloon catering a wedding, open container for Trail Days and extended hours for August 7th.  Councilman Ragsdale seconds the motion and it passed with 4 ayes. 

Third and Final Reading of Ordinance 2016-01 to Amend Ordinance 2012-02: Update Electric Franchise Fee.   Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve Ordinance 2016-01 Amending Ordinance 2012-02 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  A roll call vote was taken with Councilman Fornstrom voting aye, Mayor Shain voting aye, Councilman Ragsdale voting aye and Councilman Curtis voting aye. 

VISITOR COMMENTS Tim Michaud had questions on what the Town will be doing with the North Main property.  Mayor Shain explained that we currently have a land use plan committee in place and asked if he would like to sit on the committee and he expressed that he would.  Kim Patterson will call him with the date and time of the next meeting.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Kim updated the Council on the transition of the Daycare.  The Fire Marshall will be here at the end of the week for an inspection.  State Lands & Investments have a grant/loan application for vehicles.  She will check with the EMT’s to see if they are interested in applying as one of the Ambulances is giving them issues.  Jerry is scheduled to attend the Cody Hot Ling School in Cody next week. Circle S is entering into a partnership with Christy and Kevin Hefele.  Carleen read a thank you card from William and Mayra Longley. Mayor Shain reported that the Board of Control officially changed the water to Municipal use on the North Wells.  We closed on the 10 acres this week for Wyoming Malting and they had their ground breaking on Friday the 1st of July.  Councilman Curtis asked if the pivots out at the land need to go.  Councilman Fornstrom will make some inquires and get back to the Council. Alex reminded them if it’s over $500.00 we will need to go out for bids.
