ITEM #6 2013 Annual Audit presentation from McGee, Hearn and Paiz.  Robert Dahill presented the audit to the Council for fiscal year ending June 30, 2013. With no questions from the Council, Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve the audit report as presented with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #7 Larry Silvey and Jean Vetter presented a plan to the Council for a Veterns Memorial to be placed on Larry’s property on Main Street.  Larry asked from the Council a commitment when the project is complete to accept the donated land and provide the necessary upkeep to the Memorial. Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to support the Memorial with up keep, agree to in kind participation and provide oversight in construction.  Councilman Ragsdale seconded the motion and it passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #8 Approval of bid selection for the North Lift Station Project and Contract execution. Chris Lidstone was present to answer questions on bid from Council. Councilman Fornstrom moved to award the bid to Hydro with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Attorney Davison cautioned the Council on the process of the bid. With no other discussion and a motion on the floor Mayor Shain called for a vote.  Motion passed with 4 ayes and 1 nay vote.

ITEM #9 Approval of Joint Resolution requesting that the SLIB Board make modifications to the Chapter 32 Rules for Consensus Projects.  With no discussion Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve the Resolution with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 10 Approval of Resolution 2014-25 amending the FY 2013-2014 budget to recognize revenues and expenses for additional Recreation Board Grant. Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-25 amending the FY 2013-2014 budget with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 11 Approval of Resolution 2014-26 supporting the local 5th penny tax for calendar years 2014-2017.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-26 with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.


ITEM # 12 Approval of Resolution 2014-27 amending the FY 2014-2015 Budget to allow for roll over of uncompleted project revenues and expenses from previous FY 2013-2014.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve Resolution 2014-27 with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 13 Official appointing of Sonja Carlson to Visit Cheyenne Board. Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to officially name Sonja Carlson to the Visit Cheyenne Board replacing Rene Baker.  Councilman Ragsdale seconds the motion and it passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 14 Discussion related to RFQ’s for the Airport Planning.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to go with M.C. Schaff and Associates with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  With no discussion the motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Commissnor Thompson was present to update Council on the County Budget.  Chris Lidstone updated the Council on the Kimzey project which is the purchase of North Wells and land.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilman Fornstrom moved to go into Executive Session on Real Estate matter with no decision being made.  Councilman Mohren seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.  Councilman Fornstrom made motion to end Executive Session with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
	
DEPARTMENT REPORTS Councilman Mohren  had a question on the Park Shelter.  Carleen Graves asked the Council if they had any objections of a resident donating 2 metal park benches and being placed in the parks.  They liked the idea but felt Reher Park or Texas Trail Park would be better than City Park.  The RV Park is getting full and needing more water hydrants fixed. Carleen showed bids obtained from Caryn Miller. Council would like to get a couple more bids.  The plaque for renaming the Commerce Building is in and after discussion thought August 24 would be a good time to plan the dedication to go along with Sonja’s Triathlon. The Town Hall also received a letter from a resident out at the RV Park commending the work of Donald Miller. Mayor Shain shared with the Council Cobblestone Inn was in Town doing a feasibility study on a new motel.

MEETINGS AND ANNOUCEMENTS the Quarterly meeting will be August 28th in Cheyenne.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed with 5 ayes and the meeting was adjourned.
