Council had no objection to us attending.  Lions Club asked if any of the Council filled out the Survey from last meeting, asking for suggestions from the Council for the residents. Air Ad Promotions asked if they needed a temporary sign permit for a nationwide Advertising promotion at Exxon.  They do not. Mayor Shain reported on the water committee meetings.
