NEW BUSINESS None

STORM RECOVERY UPDATE Kim updated the Council on the overall cleanup of the Town, the Overtime of Town Employees and the County and State Teams that were in Town after the storm until Saturday and The Red Cross was still here on Sunday.  We have 72 street lights out and the majority of electric meters are damaged.  She asked the Council to consider having HWE help install the new Electric Meters at a cost of approximately $13,600.00.  That money is what is still available in the project budget for the new Electrical upgrade.  After discussion Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to allow High West Energy to install the meters with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.  Triple J Pumping will be bringing 6 porta pots for Trail Days at a reduced cost to the Town as ours are all damaged.  We will continue to assess the trees throughout the Community and work on removing the ones that could potentially cause damage this winter.  The WDOT will be back in town tomorrow to continue with cleanup. We have joined CrisisCleanup.org to assist in the prioritizing the cleanup efforts and it seems to be a good fit. 

VISITOR COMMENTS Lance Theobald had concerns about East 10th Street with the drainage.  He had 2 inches of run off in his shop due to the water runoff from the storm. He would like the Town to fix it. Lindi Kirkbride introduced herself to the Council as running for the Senate and just wished the Town well in their cleanup efforts.  Zach Spadt from the Post commended as the new guy in Town it was cool that so many people stopped to check on him after the storm.  

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Alex Davison was out of Town for the storm and noted what a good job of clean up that has been done.  He and Kim have resolved the Resolution issues and the Claim on the Water Tank has been straighten out. Kim Patterson reported that the Grant has been submitted and the Daycare Transition is complete.  Carleen Graves reported that the food for the breakfast on Sunday of Trail Days has been ordered and will be up at the Community Center for them to cook and serve Sunday. An invitation from Kimball Farmers Day has been received.  Sharon Fain with Black Hills Energy stopped by and said they will be going door to door checking gas meters and a resident had a water leak and asked the Council for forgiveness on a portion of the bill.  We will read the meter and make sure it is correct before we make a final decision but for now we will have him pay the same amount as last month.  Mayor Shain was out of town during the storm but was impressed on the amount of State and County departments that were here and how quick and timely their efforts were in getting the residents the help that they needed.  Councilman Ragsdale wanted to give Jerry and his crew along with the Fire Department a big kudo’s for all of their efforts.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilman Fornstrom motioned to go into Executive Session on Personal Matters with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed with 5 ayes.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to end Executive Session with a second from Councilman Ragsdale and Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Mohren made a motion to adjourn meeting with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 5ayes.  Meeting was adjourned.
