ITEM # 6 Chris Lidstone with Lidstone and Associates spoke to the Council on his recommendations for the Kimzey Wells. After listening to Chris and discussion Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to move forward with the final design of phase 2.  Councilman Mohren seconds the motion and it passed with 3 ayes.

ITEM # 7 Chris Lidstone also spoke to the Council on the Petition and Change of Place and Use for Kimzey Wells. A Resolution 2015-08 naming Mayor Shain authorized to sign and submit the application and additional documents as may be necessary to implement the Purposes of this resolution is included.  After listening to Chris Lidstone and asking questions Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-08 with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.

ITEM #8 Electric meter project update and decision regarding meter capability.  After going over the cost break down the Council tabled this matter until questions could be answered by Tom McDonough.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Polly Taylor asked the Council if Pine Bluffs Post could get their dumpster back after Trail Days. There isn’t a dumpster right now within a one block walking distance from the Post.  Councilman Ragsdale will make sure she gets it on Tuesday.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Kim Patterson reported to Council that we will be working with Wynema on getting data ready for Audit. Larry Silvey will be handing over his donations for the Veterans Memorial and asked if an independent account could be opened up for this project.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to open up a separate Bank account for the Veterans Memorial Project with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.  The Wyoming Business Council grant application had an error on it regarding the Town match for the grant.  The options were to either keep the requested grant amount of $50,000 and increase the match from $12,500 to $16,666 or reduce the grant request.  Councilman Curtis made a motion to increase the amount to $16,666.00 with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.  Jerry Lamb and Loren Lovitt will be attending the Cody Hotline School August 10 – 13, 2015.  A report on purchasing a Digger truck was given to the Council and an RFP on Daycare was put out last Friday.  Carleen Graves reported that Trail Days Celebration was a success and Chief Trout was busy but no major incidents occurred.  Councilman Ragsdale and Councilman Curtis both thanked the employees for their hard work in getting ready for Trail Days and thought the Town looked good.  They appreciate the employee’s hard work.

MEETINGS AND ANNOUCEMENTS Next Regular Town Council Meeting will be August 17, 2015.  Laramie County Board of Commissioners Oil and Gas Outreach Meeting is Tuesday, August 4, 2015.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilman Fornstrom moved to go into Executive Session on a legal matter with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 3ayes.  Councilman Fornstrom moved to end executive session with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with3 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 3 ayes.  Meeting was adjourned.
