AGENDA APPROVAL Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to accept the Agenda as presented with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

STORM RECOVERY UPDATE Kim reported to the Council that we are forming a long term recovery team and the plan is to check with every resident and make sure their needs are being met.  Brian Heithoff from High West Energy informed us that they will be making a $15,000 donation to the Disaster Relief Fund.  Repairs on the Daycare Building and Senior Center roofs will start soon as they are leaking.

VISITOR COMMENTS Jerry Sanders wanted to give kudo’s to the Town as it is looking good after the storm and was cleaned up quickly for Trail Days.  He thought the respond from the guard and everyone was great and wanted to let the Council know they were doing a good job.  He also asked if the Council could take a look at the handicap parking over at the Baptist Church.  The paving doesn’t meet the gutter and its difficult getting a walker or wheel chair over it. Council will look into it.  Rick Wagner asked the Council if the Town would help with the removal and disposal of the “stairs to nowhere” on his property across the street.  He is working with the Bank to redo the wall, bring the grade down to about a foot.  Council will have Jerry take a look at it and see what exactly the Town would be donating and get back to him.  Mr. Qiupei Liao, owner of the building on 2nd and Main is asking the Council for 50% reimbursement of the cost of the roll out he had placed on 2nd street.  After the storm residents used his roll off thinking it was placed for there for that purpose.  After discussion it was the consessess of the Council that they would cover the overage charge and the fee for the 4 TV‘s that were placed in his roll off for a total of $390.00.

[bookmark: _GoBack]DEPARTMENT REPORTS Alex Davison asked the Council what their thoughts were on updating the Ordinances to help control the abandon buildings and damaged building due to the storm. Council felt this would be a good thing and to have Alex have his office handle this.  Kim Patterson reported that the Grant has been received for the Emergency MRG for the Backup water system. And rates at the Land Fill have been raised.    Carleen Graves reported that Trail Days was a success and Sonja commented that the Council did a great job in cleaning up the Community Center after the Sunday Breakfast.  Mayor Shain attended the SLIB Board Meeting last week and we had a sympathy ear.  We will be looking into chlorinating directly in the well again as we did in the past if the tanks should every go down.  Councilman Ragsdale also mentioned the rate increase from the Landfill and he was unhappy with the Landfill that they wouldn’t open up on the Monday after the storm to dump the roll offs. He will talk to them at their next meeting Councilman Fornstrom wanted an update on the construction progress for Wyoming Malting, doesn’t seem to be moving. Kim let them know that a representative from S & S Builders was on sight and that a temporary address was given to them today so they could get permits filed.  Councilman Fornstrom also made a motion to rename the Airport to John K. Marquardt Field at Pine Bluffs Municipal Airport.  Councilman Mohren seconds the motion and it passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Mayor Shain asked Kim to check with M.C. Schaff to make sure what else we need to do for this process.  We will get a new sign ordered and plan a ceremony for the dedication.
