ITEM #7 Darren Rudloff spoke to the Council on The Laramie County Lodging Tax that will be on the November Ballot.

ITEM #8 Approval of Deductive Change order in the close out of the Water distribution Project in the amount of $13,007.29. Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve the Change Order with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #9 Approval and Execution of Contract with MC Schaff and Associates for the Airport Master Plan Project. Councilman Curtis moved to approve and execute the Contract with MC Schaff and Associates for the Airport Master Plan Project with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed with 5 ayes.

ITEM #10 Discussion related to possible Consensus projects.  Mayor Shain asked the Council to start thinking of what projects they would like to start moving forward with.

ITEM #11 Approval of Agreement with WWDC for North Wells Project. This had already been approved by Council previously and the Mayor signed the agreement.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Allie Hurley informed the Council that Zach is gone now and a new publisher started Monday. Victor and Kellie Kashin introduced themselves to the Council.  They recently moved to Pine Bluffs and are very excited to be a part of the Community.
	
DEPARTMENT REPORTS Councilman Mohren reported that Leroy isn’t interested in fixing the Daycare roof and a couple of other companies have been contacted.  Councilman Fornstrom reported that Chief Taylor is starting the process of advertising for a new Chief to fill his position.  Carleen gave each Councilman a tentative agenda for August 24th for the dedication of the Commerce Building and asked how the Council wanted to proceed on the 10th Street Alley of reseeding. Consensus was reached to wait untill early March to reseed.  Mayor Shain attended the SLIB Meeting last week and will meet with the School Board SFC Meeting on Wednesday. He asked the Council for permission to sign the lease from the school to use City Park and Council agreed.  A letter from Larry Silvey was read on the Construction of the Veterans Memorial asking the Council for a Consensus Block Grant in the amount of $25,000.00. After discussion Councilman Curtis made a motion to support the Consensus Block Grant with a timeline established to contribute to the Memorial and to have a report monthly from Larry Silvey. Motion died due to lack of a second. Councilman Ragsdale reported that he has had a number of complaints on East 10th street and that Tom had a couple of power outages today but they were taken care of. 

MEETINGS AND ANNOUCEMENTS Quarterly Meeting will be August 28th in Cheyenne and the next Town Council Meeting will be Tuesday, September 2 because of Labor Day.


ADJOURNMENT Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Curtis.  Motion passed with 5 ayes and the meeting was adjourned.
