NEW BUSINESS Street Light Replacement Proposal was discussed and Kim updated the Council on the two options of replacement of the 80 broken lights or replacing all 152 street lights from the cost and savings per year on the new lights.  After discussion Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to replace all 152 streets with Cree Street Light from Crescent Electric with HWE to install the 80 broken ones and The Town Public Works Department to do the rest.  Councilman Ragsdale seconded the motion and it passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 

6th Penny Project Discussion was held as to what projects the Town would like to put on the ballot. It was a lengthy discussion and a list was decided on with options for changes to be made after the September meeting.

Chris Lidstone was here to discuss well conditions with the Council.  Water levels are up which increases the nitrate levels in the water and we are on a Quarterly testing schedule right now.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Resolution 2016-08: Application for Mineral Royalty Grant: Water Storage Tank.  Discussion on how to proceed with the 300,000 gallon tank was held; whether to replace lid and check stability of walls or demolish the tank and replace it with a new one.  Consensus of the Council was to go with a new tank.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve Resolution 2016-08 Application for Mineral Royalty Grant: Water Storage Tank with a second from Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes. 

VISITOR COMMENTS none

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Alex Davison asked what the timeline for the Airport was and if he could have at least a weeks’ notice.  We have reached out for prices on a sign and will keep him updated.  Kim Patterson reported that insurance claims are moving slowly.  The owner of the property at 202 main street has asked the Council if he could make payments on the upgrades to the utilities.  Council consensus is to have him pay for all materials at once.  Carleen Graves had an invitation from Black Hills Energy for a Citizen Advisory Council gathering for this Friday and asked if any of the Council will be attending.  No one is available and she will let Sharon Fain know.  LGLP Nomination Application form for 2 Board positions was sent and asked the Council if they would like to nominate anyone for these positions.  Department of Transportation sent a new contract for bulk water to be signed. Councilman Ragsdale reported that at the Landfill Meeting he expressed his disappointment at their closing after the storm and didn’t like how they handled the rate increase.  Also Jerry Lamb and he have been working on a quote for Rick Wagner to remove the stairs and wall on 3rd street to tear down and haul away will be around $1000.00. 

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to go into Executive Session on Personal matter with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to end Executive Session with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
