ITEM #5 Approve and sign Resolution 2015-11 Budget Amendment.  Mayor Pro tem asked Treasure Kim Patterson to explain what the Resolution entailed.  After she explained what the Resolution entails Councilman Curtis made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-11with a second from Councilman Mohren.  The motion passed with a vote of 2 ayes and 1 nay.

Council will talk to Recreation Director and see if a schedule change can be made or move games back to the ball field where there are lights.  Laramie County Commissioner Linda Heath said discussions on the next 6th penny have started so get ideas started.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS Alex Davison said he is getting the lighting contract with ESC lined out.  ESC has been great to work with.  Kim Patterson has been working with Alex’s office on the property taxes, Town Hall copier has some issues and we are looking into a new contract with a different machine.  Staying with the same company though and the Audit are moving along. Carleen reminded the Council of the Quarterly meeting on the 29th and Cheyenne Light Fuel & Power is having a luncheon and tour of the new power plant on Thursday and extended an invitation to the Council.
