Approval of Invoice #21 from Lidstone and Associates for the Water Distribution Line Project in the amount of $9,263.46. Motion to approve made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #6

Approval of Invoice #3 from MC Shaff and Associates for the Airport Fence Project in the amount of $56,177.08. Motion to approve made by Councilman Curtis, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carries unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM #7
Airport Manager John Marquardt spoke before the Council about the importance and benefits of the airport and its recent projects as they relate to the economy of the Town. 
The airport fence project brought in workers to the community, who then spend money here for lodging, meals etc. The total turned in accounted for $13,000 spent in town. He went on to explain that the airport currently holds 13 planes in the hangers, and he also explained gas sales are up as the airport was able to lower their price recently. The hangers were built 30 years ago and have helped the airport bring in $130,000. He explained that interest from Cheyenne has increased, explained and people are choosing the Pine Bluffs facility to house their planes. There is currently a waiting list for new hangar space. Ms. Miller said she is working on a deal to purchase an attachment for the airport’s mower that would remove tumbleweeds from the fence. She also informed Council that she is working on possibly having the hangars built this year instead of next year.

ITEM #8
Update on 6th Penny projects. Mayor Shain updated the Council regarding the meetings that have taken place and where the 6th Penny ballot stands to date. The ballot has been increased to $185 million of which Pine Bluffs has projects just under $10 million. If the ballot remains at that rate, there would be a 10 year pay off instead of 5 years as before. E indicated the next meeting would be next Thursday.

Attorney Davison passed out a drug/alcohol Policy questionnaire to gather input on what Council would like to see in a Policy, Councilman Ragsdale informed that the landfill would be placing a loader on the 6th Penny list. Mayor Shain moved to discussion of Town Administrators’ probation. Councilman Mohren made a motion to remove Ms. Miller off probation and hire her on permanently. The motion was seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.
