EXTENDED HOURS
Councilman Curtis moved to approve extended Retail Liquor License hours on February 28, 2010 and March 7, 2010. Councilman Cushing seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

MUNICIPAL COURT REPORT
Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve the December 2009 Court Report with collections of $1,076.00, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

RESOLUTION 10-01
Councilman Ragsdale moved to approve Resolution 10-01 – A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF LEONARD ANDERSON AS THE REPRESENTATIVE FOR THE TOWN OF PINE BLUFFS TO THE WYOMING MUNICIPAL POWER AGENCY’S BOARD OF DIRECTORS. Councilman Curtis seconded and the motion carried with 5 ayes.

RESOLUTION 10-02
Councilman Cushing moved to approve Resolution 10-02 – BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BOARD AND HEREBY AUTHORIZED TO ACQUIRE SURPLUS PROPERTY FROM THE STATE OF WYOMING SURPLUS PROPERTY. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and the motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

WATER METER PROJECT CHANGE ORDER #1
Council was presented a change order for the water meter project that would change the amount of the original construction contract price from $1,344,846.70 to $1,006,983.70. Councilman Ragsdale moved to approve Change Order #1 for the Water Meter Replacement Project. Councilman Fornstrom seconded and the motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

VISITOR COMMENTS
Diane Wise requested the Council to waive fees for the use of the community center for the April 9 to 11, 2010 Gun Show and to request use of the community center in August during Trail Days for another gun show. Council directed Diane Wise to coordinate with Sonja Fornstrom and the Trail Days Committee to see if the facility would be available. It could also be possible that the remodeling project at the community center may have begun. Councilman Fornstrom moved to waive community center rental fees for the April 9 to 11, 2010 Gun Show, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
Council had a request for the Town to removed ice that has built up adjacent to curbs.

PROJECT UPDATES
Deep Well drilling tests were successful and water quality tests will now be completed.
Work is progressing on the daycare project, water meter project and the airport acquisition project. Bidding has not yet begun for the sewer main replacement project.

RECREATION GRANT
Councilman Cushing moved to approve the submission of a Laramie County School District Number 2 Recreation Grant for Tennis Court Improvements, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS
The Youth Council will be holding a garage sale fund raiser for the Lee Yeik family on January 24, 2010. 
Council discussed and came to the decision that after the long-term lease for the Scout Hall to the American Legion Post 60 is completed the utilities will become their responsibility.
Mayor Shain reported on the Elected Officials Quarterly Meeting where they met with Legislators.
Clerk Cundall and Rene Baker will be attending the upcoming WAMCAT Winter Workshop in Worland.
Councilman Fornstrom reported that help wanted ads had been placed for vacancies in the Police Department.
