VISITOR COMMENTS

Nancy Sundin thanked the Town for fixing the alleys she brought to Council’s attention at the previous meeting.
ITEM # 4 
Presentation from Darcy Sprenger from Chrysalis House and Jonna Hitzer-Dickie from Peak Wellness. The presentation involved asking the Council if the Town had a space they could use to expand their services here on a more regular and scheduled basis. The need for the mental health services here has increased and they want to provide those services to the Town and surrounding East Laramie communities. Mayor Shain indicated that it was a worthwhile project and the Town supports it but at this time the Town does not have a space that would be suitable for them. He also suggested two other locations that are privately owned.
ITEM #5
Discussion related to the 6th Penny Projects. The Council prioritized their future 6th Penny Projects list to include $2.2 million in water projects including the Loop Project, and the new Water Tank. They also want to retire some water debt which will allow the Town to keep its current rates and provide the same level of service. $1.7 million was set aside for paving projects to include Black Blvd. and Butler Avenue. The rehabilitation of Reher Park and the Electric Meter Replacement Projects were also included on the list as well as the Lift Station and replacing the valves at the Lagoon. Total projects came to $4.9 million with a contingency if we get more than anticipated to do the Archeological Site improvements and the City Park Playground. Councilmember Ragsdale informed the Council that the Landfill is also looking for $1 million in 6th Penny money.
Department Reports

Mayor Shain indicated the meeting will take place on Monday January 16, 2012 and said the regular Council meeting would have to take place on Tuesday the 17th instead because of the 6th Penny meeting. Ms Miller updated the Council on a grant received from Homeland Security for the Police Department in the amount of $7,479 and the reimbursement for the AWOS maintenance in the amount of $11,590. Ms m iller also reminded the Council of the January 10th meeting with the legislators.
ADJOURNMENT in to executive session
Councilman Fornstrom moved to adjourn into Executive Session at 7:30 p.m.  Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes. Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn the Executive session and was seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. Motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn at 8:20 p.m. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.
