ITEM # 4     Approval of Invoice #3 for the Airport T Hangars/Apron Project in the amount of $42,242.04. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 5    Approval of invoice #3 from Lidstone and Associates for the Water Distribution Construction Phase in the amount of $15.070.70. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #6  Approval of invoice #2 from Lidstone and Associates for the Water Loop Project in the amount of $1,913.40. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM #7  Approval of Resolution 2013-03 authorizing the use of Specific Purpose Tax for the completion of certain projects authorized by the voters. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM #8    Approval of Resolution 2013-01 Adopting the Combined Cheyenne/Laramie County Hazard Mitigation and Strategy Plan. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom. and seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM #9 Discussion related to RV Park sign on I-80 Motion to not continue signage at that location was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes

Department Reports  Ms. Miller updated the governing body on the electrical situation at the RV Park. Mayor Shain indicated we will have to include that in next year’s budget. Councilman Curtis asked that the Golf Course gate and tee boxes be repaired. Councilman Fornstrom indicated the building at the Community Center is up.
