VISITOR COMMENTS:    Louis Ragath informed the Council that Joe Gaingridge of Nebraska wants to include the Town of Pine Bluffs in the Pony Express Tractor Drive on June 1st. Breakfast would be served at City Park in the morning and then the tractors would take off at 8:00 am. The Mayor indicated this was a good thing for the Town and suggested coordination with the Recreation Director. Mrs. Ragath also requested the use of Pine Street again for Trail Days. The Mayor indicated the Town had no problem with the street use, but that she should contact the Trail Days Committee for the event.
