ITEM # 4 
Sally Ashby request to repair water connection to 1180 CR 164 South. Ms Ashby asked the Council to look into her lack of pressure since the new meter was installed. She also requested the Council help her with some dead trees due to the pine beetles. Mayor Shain indicated that Tom McDonough would look into the pressure issue and make recommendations to the Council. Mayor Shain also informed Ms. Ashby that helping with the trees is not usually something we do regularly and suggested she look for alternative means to get the trees down. 
ITEM #5
Approval of pay request # 20 from Lidstone and Associates for the Design of the Water Distribution Project.
Motion by Councilman Fornstrom to approve, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 6
Approval of pay request # 25 from Lidstone and Associates for the Sewer Project.
Councilman Curtis moved to approve with a second from Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 7
Review and direction to Staff related to billing for repairs to Well #5.

Council consensus was reached to have staff come back with a Budget amendment for repairs and maintenance contingency to bring us close to the end of the year.
ITEM # 8
Discussion related to water rates.  No action was taken on this item. Mayor Shain indicated that the paperwork Lidstone and Associates presented in April for their review. Ms. Miller indicated that Mr. Lidstone would also have new figures for the next meeting.
Item # 9
Approval of Resolution 2011- 05  Authorizing the Town Administrator to submit a joint application to the State Small Business Credit Initiative and ratifying action previously undertaken. Ms Miller explained to the Council that joining this coalition of cities and towns will leverage development dollars in this state. There is no financial requirement from the town and we can opt out at any time. Motion to Approve Resolution 2011-05 was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
ITEM # 10

Discussion related to possibility of holding Municipal Court at the Historic High School. Councilman Curtis briefed the Council on the offer made by the School District to occupy the second floor of the old High School for Court proceedings at a cost of $300.00 per month to the town. Discussion continued and consensus was reached that the town Attorney get with the Judge and Police Chief to tour the location and see if it fits our needs. 
Item #11 
This item was added to the Agenda. Review and approval of liquor permits for Beth Wood and Jessica Marquardt at the Community Center for their wedding receptions. Motion to approve both permits was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
Department Reports

Mayor Shain asked staff to follow up on the grease traps and have the Utilities Director create a maintenance schedule to verify these establishments are complying. He also asked that the newspaper advise the public that we will be considering water rates at the next Council meeting. A representative from WMPA was requested by the Mayor to attend the next Council meeting and explain to the Council why they are considering raising their rates. The Council instructed staff to move forward on the bid requests for the Cemetery sprinkler project.

Councilman Mohren moved to adjourn at 8:15 p.m.  Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried unanimously with 4 ayes.
