VISITOR COMMENTS
Sandra Newlin, Laramie County Grants Manager, introduced herself to Council and offered her assistance to the Town.

PROJECT UPDATES

Final payment will be made for the Daycare Project upon receipt all off closing documents.

A final walk through was held for the Water Meter Project. Closures items were addressed and scheduled for completion.

Better than anticipated results were obtained with the newly drilled deep well.

Community Center remodeling is proceeding well. Scheduling and locations for the youth basketball practices was discussed.

Oil and gas activity in eastern Laramie County may be a source for using the gray water from the Pine Bluffs sewer lagoons. Applications for permits have been submitted to the WY State Engineers Office. If approval is received from SEO the Town will then proceed with negotiations for a lagoon road easement. Attorney Davison will investigate if the sale of the gray water has to be bid.
COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS
PWD Tom McDonough discussed with Council the situation of recent water samples that tested positive for e-coli and total coliform. Samples taken since the positive hits have all tested negative. He is working with D.E.Q. and E.P.A. to resolve the problems. One corrective action being taken will be the cleaning and inspection of the water storage tanks, estimated to cost $3,250.

A request had been made to allow a trailer house to be replaced at 206 Walnut Street where a fire had destroyed the previous residence. Since this is in a residential area where mobile homes can only be placed with a conditional use permit a conditional permit cannot be granted until a building permit is submitted describing the mobile home.
Councilman Fornstrom inquired into the possible funding for additional airport hangars.
The regular meetings time will be changing to 7:00 p.m. during Standard Time.

AIRPORT IMPROVEMENTS

Council denied the request from Circle S Aviation to pay expenses for installing a septic tank at the Pine Bluffs Airport adjacent to the newly acquired Butler Hangar. Council felt that this expense should be the obligation of the lessee.

BUILDING PERMITS

Councilman Curtis moved to approve the building permit submitted from Richard Hillhouse at 603 Blair for installing a fence. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and the motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT

There being no further business the meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
