

November 17, 2014 Minutes

Regular Meeting

Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Present: Mayor Bill Shain; Councilman Alan Curtis; Councilman Thomas Mohren; Councilman Mike Ragsdale; Councilman Mark Fornstrom; Carleen Graves, Clerk; and Alex Davison Attorney. Also present were Mrs. McCormack and Mrs. Theobald’s third grade classes, Allie Hurley from the Pine Bluffs Post.  Mayor Shain called the Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

WELCOME Mayor Shain welcomed Mrs. McCormack and Mrs. Theobald’s third grade class to the meeting and had Council introduce themselves to the children.

AGENDA APPROVAL Councilman Ragsdale made a motion to accept the Agenda as presented with a second from Councilman Fornstrom. The motion and it passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

PUBLIC HEARING Mayor Shain opened the Public Hearing to consider Resolution 2014-48 supporting a Community Enhancement Grant application for the Veterans Memorial Project and asked if there were any comments from the public. ITEM #10 Name new signee to Farmers State Bank, Points West Bank and WYO Star accounts.  Since the resignation of Caryn Miller her name has been removed and staff needs direction.   It is the consensus of the Council to leave Mayor Bill Shain and Rene Baker on all accounts until a new treasurer is named and then add a third person.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Commissioner Troy Thompson was present and spoke to Council on 6th penny collections and looking for solutions to the water situation and is glad election is over.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS   Councilman Mohren reported that the Texas Trail Movie Night was a huge success. Lots of kids and parents attended.  Carleen Graves reported that work has been started on Christmas at Home and the employee’s Christmas party. A building permit came in late and the work had already been done.  Mayor Shain stated that the water committee was formed in Laramie County and sits on that board and will meet the 1st and 3rd Mondays of each month.  He has a conflict with Town Council meetings and the water board meetings and asked the Council to allow him to make those meetings if Mayor Pro-tem Councilman Ragsdale could take over Town Council meeting for the next few months.  Council felt it is important for Mayor Shain to attend those and they all agreed to his suggestion.  Councilman Ragsdale stated with the cold weather we have had a few problems at RV Park with space heaters but we are trying to get that resolved. Councilman Curtis thought we needed to get a professional planner to the next meeting  in reference the Kimzey property and to be thinking of what we would like to call the property.  Housing study committee has been formed and those sitting on the board are Brent Bacon, Brian Heithoff, John Marquardt, Alan Curtis and Justin Fornstrom.

Councilman Mohren made a motion to rehire Amy Thurston for the Daycare position with a second from Councilman Fornstrom.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT Councilman Curtis moved to adjourn with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed with 5ayes and the meeting was adjourned.
