 Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #3   Introduction of Council to Mrs. Theobald and McCormack’s Third Grade class was made and  all welcomed them to the meeting. Fourteen third graders were in attendance.

ITEM # 4 L.C.C.C. Representatives were on hand to explain to Council what services their outreach program provides to the Town of Pine Bluffs and asked what else they could do to help the citizens.  Council felt if they had a survey they could get to Town Hall they could include it a mailing with the Utilities. They do have one and will get it to Town Hall

ITEM #5   Approval of Invoice # 1 from S & S Builders for the Black and Butler Project in the amount of $340,108.07. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #6   Approval of Invoice # 1 from S & S Builders for the 10th Street Storm water Project in the amount of $33,402.01.  Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM #7 Approvals of Invoices from Benchmark Engineering: A – Black and Butler Project in the amount of $ 14,494.00, and B – 10th Street Alley in the amount of $ 3,158.56.  Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale the motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #8   Vote from Council on Local Government Liability Pool Official Ballot. Councilman Curtis motioned At Large Position to vote for Linda Ann Smith and James Hudelson for County Commissioner Position.  Second by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #9   Building permit for High West Energy was looked at with no action taken.

ITEM #10 Approval of pay request # 1 from Merrill, Inc. for the Water Loop Project in the amount of $190,467.58, Field Order # 1 and Certificate of Substantial  Completion.  Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #11   Permission was given for a private party to serve alcohol at the Community Center on November 28, 2013 with a motion by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #12   Mayor Shain was given a letter of resignation from Chief Clark. Councilman Fornstrom motioned to accept the resignation of Chief Clark, second by Councilman Ragsdale.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
 Mayor Shain then proposed to eliminate the Town Administrator  position with appointing the Clerk Position to Carleen Graves and Treasure’s position to Caryn Miller.  Motion was made by Councilman Mohren to accept appointments as stated with second by Councilman Fornstrom.  The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.   Town Attorney Alex Davison stated that these appointments will end at the end of Mayor Shains term.
Don Taylor was named open ended interim Chief of Police with a motion by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren.  Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Beth Wilkins question to council was what they are doing to encourage small businesses
in town and if any of the Council was attending the Wyoming Business Alliance in Cheyenne.  A number of citizens were present to express their concerns of the resignation of Chief Clark and the inability to retain town employees.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS      Alex Davison passed out to the Council Statutes related to the sale of property and the use of Public money. Councilman  Mohren reported on the number of families using the Daycare with 56 families and an average of 38 kids per day. Deputy Clerk reminded the Council of the Employee Christmas party on the 30th of November. Mayor Shain and Chris Lidstone attended the WWDC meeting in Casper regarding the funding for the Kimzey property.  Councilman Ragsdale reported that MSI is back in town and will be paving the streets.   


ADJOURNMENT Councilman Fornstrom moved that meeting be adjourned with a second from Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
