ITEM #3  Ratification of Motion and second on items 5 and 6 of the October 21, 2013 meeting to correct incorrect amounts. Motion to approve was made by Councilmember Curtis and seconded by Councilmember Fornstrom. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 4 Approval of Invoice # 2 from Lidstone and Associates for the Lagoon Project in the amount of $2,991.12.
 Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #5   Approval of Invoice # 3 from Lidstone and Associates for the Lift Station Project in the amount of $5,543.12.
Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #6  Approval of Invoice # 3 from Lidstone and Associates for the Due Diligence Project in the amount of $21,418.35. Ms. Miller indicated that it was $377.90 over the attached budget but that she believed the Mayor had spoken with Lidstone about the amount in the budget being increased. Mayor Shain agreed. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM #7  Approval of Invoice # 12 from Lidstone and Associates for the Water Distribution Project in the amount of $13,911.42. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Rgasdale and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #8   Approval of Invoice # 8 from Lidstone and Associates for the Loop Project in the amount of $7,085.44.
Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #9   Approval of Invoice # 11 from Lidstone and Associates for General Engineering  in the amount of $1,557.82.
Motion to approve pending WYDOT approval was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #10 Approval of the final Invoice for the Airport Hangar and Apron Project in the amount of $67,427.52.
Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #11   Approval of Field Order for the Water Distribution Project. Motion to approve contingent on DEQ approval was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #12   Was moved to Executive Session by Mayor Shain.

VISITOR COMMENTS : Charlene from the Post announced they no longer have an Editor. 

DEPARTMENT REPORTS    Ms. Miller reminded all that the Quarterly meeting will take place on the 14th. She indicated she was going to a one day meeting for Managers/Administrators in Laramie. She also announced the Airport Planning meeting taking place on the 6th at the Commerce Building. Mayor Shain indicated that he and Chris Lidstone will be in Casper on Thursday to testify in front of the Commission regarding the Kimzey wells. He indicated that Staff at the WRDC did not recommend the project but reminded them that that was the case with Well 9 as well, and the Commission approved it after we testified.  Councilman Curtis indicated the Archaeological building needed to be winterized. 

Councilman Ragsdale motioned into Executive Session seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed with 5 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT  The Executive meeting ended at 8:38 p.m. with Council continuing into a meeting with the Town Attorney.
