Regular Meeting
Town of Pine Bluffs, Laramie County, Wyoming

Present:  Mayor William Shain; Mark Fornstrom, Council Member; Alan Curtis, Council Member. Mike Ragsdale, Councilmember; Tom Mohren, Councilmember
Staff: Caryn Miller, Town Administrator.
Mayor Shain called the Meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
PUBLIC HEARING RELATED TO NEXT 6TH PENNY PROJECTS

Mayor Shain explained the purpose of the Public Hearing was to get input from the community and ideas on possible projects to be funded by the next round of 6th Penny Taxes. A list of projects that were discussed by the Council at the last meeting was presented with associates costs and was available to the public as well. Mayor Shain wanted the loop portion of the water project to be on the list at a cost of $250,000. He also suggested that we consider changing all the electric meters to electronic read meters as we did for the water. Jack Bomboff asked how the ballot worked and what percentage the Town would be seeking in funding. Mayor Shain explained how the funding and the ballot works and indicated that he will be pursuing the same percentage that we sought last time which was around 5 to 6% of the total ballot.
Jack Hokersmith, East Laramie County Joint Powers Board President spoke about the murals and paintings on the Historical High School dome and how these are very unique and need restoration. This is the oldest dome the original builder built and will require a lot of hand painting. Total restoration costs are approximately $37,000. Mayor Shain asked if there was any input from the public and with no additional input went back to the Council for discussion. Mayor Shain asked Staff to compile the total paid on the Butler Assessment. The Public Hearing was closed and Council moved on to the Agenda. 
AGENDA APPROVAL

A letter from Fire District 5 was added to the Agenda as item # 11. Motion to approve Agenda with addition was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

MINUTES APPROVAL

Councilman Curtis moved to approve the minutes of the October 17, 2011 Regular meeting. Councilman Ragsdale seconded, motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

CONSIDERATION OF CLAIMS

Mayor Shain commented on Clean Up Days and that while it is a very worthwhile service to the Town, it does not come for free and there are associated costs to it such as dumping fees. Councilman Mohren moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 4 
Mr. DePaulette approached the Council with a request related to the flag pole at the cemetery. He reported someone took the flag and the Police had to go and retrieve it from this person, he also indicated the lights at the bottom were missing. The Council agreed with Mr. DePaulette on the school children are the ones who should be taking care of it and suggested he file a Police report on the lights. 
ITEM #5
Approval of Building Permits:

209 E 5th St. new garage; 1289 N. Main Street, 42X83 building; 310 Elm Street, installing a new backup generator. Councilman Ragsdale expressed his concern related to things being built not to current standards and people starting the work before the permit is approved. Consensus was reached to remind people during the process about the rules. 
Motion to approve all permits ensuring that the back up generator is inspected by Tom to ensure it is installed correctly was made by Councilman Curtis with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM # 6
Approval of Resolution 2011-.08 amending the Water Rate Schedule for the Town of Pine Bluffs, WY; providing for conflict; providing an effective date. Motion to approve Resolution 2011-08 was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes

ITEM # 7
Approval of Resolution 2011-09 amending the Water Tap Rate Schedule for the Town of Pine Bluffs, WY; providing for conflict; providing for an effective date. Motion to approve Resolution 2011-09 was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM # 8
Approval of Resolution 2011-10 authorizing submission of Federal Mineral Royalty Capital Construction Account Grant Application to the State Loan and Investment Board on behalf of the governing body of the Town of Pine Bluffs, WY for the purpose of completing upgrades to recreation facilities capital project; providing for conflict; providing an effective date. Motion to approve Resolution 2011-10 was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
Item # 9
Ordinance 2011-01 providing for and approving the transfer of the Cable Television Franchise in the Town of Pine Bluffs, WY granted pursuant to Ordinance No 99-002, dated August 10, 1999; amending the Franchise Ordinance in certain respects; providing for publication of the caption; providing for severability; and providing the effective date of the transfer. First Reading. Motion to approve Ordinance 2011-01 on First Reading was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM # 10

Discussion related to Cattle Guard on North Beech Street. Councilman Ragsdale explained the need for the new cattle guard and its location. Jack Hokersmith commented on the importance of the cattle guard. Councilman Ragsdale indicated the cattle guard will be WYDOT approved. During discussion on the subject, Council also discussed the rehabilitation of North Beech Street and its maintenance once it is built. Consensus was reached by the Council that Staff obtain an engineering estimate on the cost to rebuild the road addressing all issues including drainage. The Council also agreed that once the road is rebuilt, maintenance of the road will be handed over to Pine Bluffs Gravel. 
A motion to approve the cattle guard was made by Councilman Fornstrom and was seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
Item #11 
Discussion related to the Laramie County District Five letter and request to amend the lease for Town Hall. Motion to approve only the addition of the NE corner office to the lease at a rate of $100 per month was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis. The motion passed with 4 ayes. Councilman Mohren abstained from voting.
Item #12 
This item was informational only and no action was taken. Mayor Shain thanked the Laramie County Weed and Pest for all they do for the Town.
Department Reports

Councilman Curtis wanted to revisit the possibility of moving the Municipal Court to the Historical High School building. After discussion and information provided by Councilman Fornstrom about the Texas Trail Museum  being interested in taking over the modular building currently used for Court, Councilman Curtis made a motion to pursue a lease for $300 per month for the second floor at the Historic High School. Councilman Fornstrom seconded the motion with the caveat that no more Town money be spent on the modular. The motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
Ms. Miller shared three thank you cards received. She spoke about the energy lease program, Council took no action on that item. Mayor Shain reminded everyone to vote on Tuesday. Derek Walls asked if they would consider a municipality complex as one of the 6th penny projects. Council discussed the no smoking policy in Town vehicles and reached a consensus that there will not be smoking allowed in Town vehicles. Staff is to revise the personnel policy to reflect that decision.

Councilman Fornstrom moved to adjourn to Executive Session, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried with 5 ayes. Meeting adjourned at 8:45 pm. Executive Meeting was adjourned at 9:12 pm and Regular meeting reopened at 9:14 pm
