He then presented her with a Plaque from the Town in recognition for her service to the Town of Pine Bluffs and was wished well in her new position with Laramie County Sheriff’s Department.  Councilman Mohren was approached by Recreation Director Carlson and asked if we could wave the use of the Community Center fee to Texas Trail Market for the Annual Business meeting.  After discussion Council decided not to wave the fee but pay it from the Economic Development Fund.  Councilman Fornstrom made that into a motion with a second from Councilman Curtis and it passed with 3 ayes.   Kim Patterson stated that we received a letter from the WY Board of Control. Local Government Liability Pool has sent out their annual Ballot. Councilman Fornstrom made a motion with a second from Councilman Mohren to vote for the 3 candidates that are running for the Board. Carleen Graves reported Councilman Ragsdale had surgery Tuesday morning and should be home by Wednesday night or Thursday morning.  Sharon Fain stopped by Town Hall to let us know that Farmers State Bank will no longer be taking payments for Cheyenne Light, Fuel and Power and she will be working with the 30 or so customers that still use that service. Christmas at Home report was given and invited the Council to lunch with employees on Wednesday the 9th.  She then asked the Council if on Christmas Eve the Town could close at noon or perhaps be close all day on the 24th.  Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to close all day December 24 with a second from Councilman Mohren and motion passed with 3 ayes.  Carleen thanked the Council for the Employees. Attorney Davison will get the lean statement ready and sent to the Laramie County Assessors Office.
