Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to pay all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #3   Scott Larson was present to answer questions from Council on change order for the Black Blvd. Project.
After discussion Mayor Shain would consider change order with understanding that the other 2 home owners are contacted to see if they want to keep what they have or get a matching retaining wall.  Motion to approve change # 1 order was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM # 4 Approval of Reher Park plans for phase I and authorization to put out to bid. After discussion and looking at the plans and keeping in mind that the flag pole needs to be relocated Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve phase I for Reher Park with a second from Councilman Mohren.  Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #5   Jim Tucker was present to ask permission for a new towing business located at 3rd and Pine. He presented a letter with neighboring residents signatures in support of business and it is zoned Commercial. Council wished him well on his new business.  He also presented a building permit for a fence and council will act on it.

ITEM #6   Approval of Invoices from Benchmark Engineers totaling $9,379.00 for work performed on various projects. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom.  The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #7 Approval of Invoice #2 for S&S Builders for the Black/Butler Project in the amount of $212,550.08. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale with a second by Councilman Fornstrom.  The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #8   Approval of Invoice #8 from MSI for the Water Distribution project in the amount of $227,175.10 and payment of retainage to the bank in the amount of $25,241.48.  Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom.  The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #9 Approval of Staff recommendations to apply for Consensus money to fund Reher Park $8,000.00 shortfall and $18,000.00 for the Airport Grant for the fence clearing equipment match.  After discussion Councilman Curtis moved to approve with seconded from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried with 4 ayes and 1 nay.

ITEM #10 Contract with Otis on Commerce Building Elevator. A motion was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Curtis to approve contract.   The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #11   Approval of change order #3 from Lidstone and Associates for the Water Distribution Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale with seconded from Councilman Fornstrom.  The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #12 Building permit at 215 E. 3rd street for Jim Tucker. Councilman Fornstrom made a motion to approve building permit and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

VISITOR COMMENTS: Sharon Fain from Cheyenne Light Fuel and Power brought energy share applications in and encouraged residents who might need help with heating bills to apply.  John Goin said Knife River was in town Monday and poured concrete on 6th street and asked Council to come by and look at the street.

Carleen Graves thanked the council for giving employees Christmas Eve day off.  It is very much appreciated by all employees.  Mayor Shain reported on the meeting with WWCD on grant loan project. Next meeting will be January 9 with the select water hearing. Councilman Curtis reported that the Business Council meeting unanimously approved the grant for the new Clinic. Also monies were approved for Senior Center to use for emergencies. Would like that money to be left for that purpose and Council would oversee it.

EXECUTIVE SESSION Councilman Fornstrom motioned to go into executive session and seconded by Councilman Curtis. 
	
ADJOURNMENT Councilman Fornstrom   moved that executive secession end with second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.  Meeting Adjourned.
