VISITOR COMMENTS
Jerry Sanders discussed with Council the water meter pit location at his residence and enclosing the swimming pool.

REAL  ESTATE TRANSACTION
Councilman Curtis moved to approve the Offer, Acceptance and Receipt for the purchase of Lots 21 to 24, Block 12, Original Town of Pine Bluffs for the amount of $20,000.00. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. This property is located to the north of the new daycare and will be used for its play area.

BUILDING PERMIT
Councilman Ragsdale moved to approve the building permit from Alvin Milton – 505 Beech Avenue – Barn Shed. Councilman Cushing seconded and the motion passed unanimously.

EXTENDED HOURS
Councilman Cushing moved to approve the application  for a 24 Hour Malt Beverage Permit from Pheasants Forever and to lift the open container for the Community Center on April 17, 2010, , Councilman Curtis seconded and motion passed unanimously.

PROJECT UPDATES
In preparation for receiving additional ARRA funds the design for the entire sewer project will be completed and advertised for bid as a base bid with additions.
Pine Bluffs will be able to combine their recyclables with the City of Cheyenne. Fees and other details are being finalized. At this time there will be one drop off location behind the Town Hall.  It is estimated that 60% to 70% of the  daily average 10 tons of waste from Pine Bluffs can be recycled.
Needs, Inc. is investigating the possibility of opening a branch in Pine Bluffs. It will be staffed with workers compensated by Experience Works, managed by Needs, Inc. and located at the Masonic Hall. It is a food bank along with a retail store of used clothing and household items. If all goes as planned it hopes to open in March.

COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Town Hall personnel attended the WAMCAT Winter Workshop.
The February 15, 2010 meeting was changed to February 16, 2010 due to Presidents Day.
The Mayors Youth Council raised over $400 for a local family who lost their home and possessions in  a fire.
