AGENDA APPROVAL

Councilman Curtis moved to approve the agenda, with additions, Councilman Cushing seconded and motion carried unanimously with 3 ayes.

PROJECT UPDATES
Chris Lidstone, Project Engineer, updated Council on the status of the Deep Well Project. The Project received a recommendation for approval from the SEO Advisory Board Hearing and has been forwarded for final approval to the State Engineers Office. The letter of protest that the Town had submitted for the permit applications to drill in the High Plains Aquifer for use for oil activities was heard at this same hearing. If the Town wishes to continue to protest these applications the next stop will be a Contested Case Hearing. Chris Lidstone did not recommend further protest as data does not indicate that these wells would interfere with Pine Bluffs wells since they are located near Carpenter. Council concurred; the protest was made to raise awareness so the Town fulfilled their objective. He did recommend that the Town request that any drilling be required to follow the same process the Town undergoes to protect this aquifer.

D.E.Q. was contacted to see if one of the landfill monitoring wells could be developed for use at the Rifle Range by the Gun Club.  If the Gun Club is serious they could ask the new solid waste administrator to allow use for non-drinking use, but Lidstone recommended that the Town not become involved in this non-community use and change the well permit to remove the Towns name and beneficial use. The two inch well would have restricted flow but with the use of a cistern work. Councilman Curtis will let the Gun Club know.

Additional grant funds will be requested from the State Lands to assist with the Water Main Replacement project. Total project cost is estimated at $2.3 million with the first phase estimated at $1.4 to $1.7 million, of which the Town has $853,000 at the present time. D.E.Q. may have excess funds after July 1st that could assist with this.  Final plans are being completed with an anticipated construction date of 2012.

The Pine Bluffs Intended Use Plan was updated to include a sewer lift station, backflow prevention on commercial users, storage, and looping the water service on 10th Street.

Storage tanks are requiring repair and Council discussed adding additional storage. Optimum storage would be to have three days average demand and fire flow which is 2000 gpm for 2 hours with no drop in pressure below 20 psi. 

Final trouble shooting of the meter project is nearing completion and should be resolved by the end of this month.

The sewer project is nearing completion with 35 days remaining on the contract. Possible additional contract time may be necessary and engineer recommends to allow additional days if requested by the Contractor.

Councilman Ragsdale moved to approve Change Order #2 for the Sewer Improvement Project that decreases project by $56,532.74 making the total contract $1,193,649.11. Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

Council will be receiving a Change Order #3 to replace 142 feet of sewer line by schools and park at an approximate cost of $15,000.

COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Councilman Fornstrom moved to purchase two radio consoles for Pine Bluffs Communication Center at an estimated cost of $22,500 for both dispatching locations, Councilman Curtis seconded and motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
Council visited with Officer Yeomans concerning location of the municipal court once the court begins prosecuting alcohol offenses.
Councilman Fornstrom moved to begin advertising for a part time daycare assistant, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

Council reviewed the report showing which communities contracted out the maintenance and mowing of their parks, cemeteries and golf courses. Of the twenty-five towns and cities contacted all of this work was performed by the municipality. PWD McDonough expressed concern about controlling costs if this work was contracted out. Councilman Ragsdale thinks that that the areas should be broken into smaller parcels and bid out and Councilman Fornstrom wants to continue to pursue this idea and that time is of the essence so advertising should begin soon so the grounds are prepared for spring. Mayor Shain is concerned since no other communities contacted out this work that Council needs to keep the budget in mind and that the reason for considering this are complaints on conditions of the grass. The golf course could be the one area that is bid out since it is a new responsibility of the Town.
Councilman Ragsdale moved to begin advertising for bids to mow and maintain the cemetery, parks and golf course. Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. Council is to give information and acreage to be included in the bid to the Clerk so an ad can be drafted. A contract and budget will also be prepared.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

In accordance with §16-4-405 Councilman Fornstrom moved to convene into Executive Session at 8:45 p.m., Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with five ayes.

Councilman Fornstrom moved to reconvene into Regular Session and Adjournment at 8:55 p.m., Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with five ayes.
