WELL REHABILITATION PROJECT
Russ Dahlgren, Project Engineer, informed Council that the pre-construction meeting between W.G. Dale and the Town had been held and all required documents from the Contractor were received and asked Mayor Shain to execute the Notice to Proceed.

PROJECT UPDATES

Reports on project progress were heard by Council.

SPONSORING HOSPITAL AGREEMENT

To comply with statutory requirements for operating an ambulance service the Town must enter into an agreement with a medical facility to sponsor the service. Councilman Ragsdale moved to enter into a Sponsorship Agreement with the Cheyenne Regional Medical Clinic, Councilman Cushing seconded and motion carried unanimously.

BUILDING PERMIT APPROVALS

Councilman Curtis moved to approve the following building permit applications – Eastern Laramie County Joint Powers Board – Historic High School – Existing building and interior remodel; Tim Michaud-701 Black Boulevard-House, Fence and Shed; LeRoy and Jeanine Barr-502 Market-Garage; Lawrence Silvey-215 Business Park Drive-Storage Shed. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
Councilman Fornstrom inquired if there were restrictions on steel buildings in residential areas. At this time there are no restrictions.

SNOW REMOVAL DAMAGE

Councilman Fornstrom moved to submit claims for vehicle damage from snow removal to the Local Government Liability Pool received from Rhonda Bivens for $212.00 and from Bill Tillman for  $659.20. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously.
COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Councilman Ragsdale had attended the February 3, 2011 Laramie County Control Area-Advisory Board Meeting where the Town of Pine Bluffs, T.F. No. U.W.42-6-254, Pine Bluffs #9 Well Application  was approved.

Clerk Cundall reported on the recent WAMCAT Conference and her election as WAMCAT President for the upcoming two year term.
A pre-bid meeting had been earlier in the day for the Eastern Laramie County Joint Powers Board Historic High School Remodeling Project.

Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve the recommendation from Julie Shandera for hiring Jessica Davison for full time employment at the Daycare. Councilman Curtis seconded and the motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ELECTION JUDGE APPOINTMENT

Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve Mildred Badgley, Betty Fornstrom, Karen Christensen, and Mary Kay Novitzke as Pine Bluffs Municipal Election Judges for a two year period. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
