 Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve all vouchers and payroll presented for payment with a second from Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #4   Approval of Ordinance 2013-01 declaring its intent to make certain improvements on Black Blvd and a portion of East 9th Street; describing the improvements to be made, and providing for reimbursement to the Town for a portion of the cost of improvements through the establishment of an Assessment District to include the property owners abutting the improvements. Third and final reading. Motion to approve the Ordinance was made by  Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Councilman Fornstrom abstained. The motion carried on roll call vote with 4 ayes.

ITEM # 5    Approval of Invoice #5 from Lidstone and Associates in the amount of $8,221.02 for the construction phase of the Water distribution Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis and seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. The motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes
ITEM #6  Approval of Change Order #1 for the Airport T Hangars Project in the amount of $5,717.15. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM #7  Review of information on the old Police car. Motion to not sell it and use it as a Town car was made by Councilman Mohren and seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes
ITEM #8  Review of property owned by the Town. Consensus was reached that the property previously put out to bid go out to bid again and consider the offer from Mr. Mathews along with any other offers that may come in. The second property has too many utilities there and will not be sold.
ITEM #9  Approval of changes to Employment Policy. The governing body directed the Town Attorney and Administrator to research some more on the comp time issue and bring it back at next meeting.
ITEM #10   Acceptance of letter of resignation from Don Schultz. Motion to accept it was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

ITEM #11    Approval to take Kyla Gourtney off probationary period. Motion to take her off her probationary period was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Mohren. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. 

VISITOR COMMENTS:    County Commissioner Thompson updated the governing body on what was going on in the County regarding: A new salary survey, Microsoft, adopting The Hazard Mitigation Plan, the additional 20 million passed by the legislature, Cheyenne Leads and high capacity magazine businesses maybe choosing WY to move their operations, and the collections on the  6th penny. 
Department Reports  Attorney Davison presented changes to the Sportsman Club Lease. Ms. Miller related that the Airport Manager had suggested the new rates for the hangars would be $1,000 per year for the smaller units and $1200 per year for the 2 larger ones. Consensus was reached by the Council to approve the new rates. Councilman Mohren updated them on the lights at the Day Care. Councilman Curtis updated them on the Senior Center. 
ADJOURNMENT  Councilman Curtis moved to adjourn at 8:22 p.m. Councilman Mohren seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
