Mayor William Shain called the Meeting to order at 7:25p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes Approval
Motion to approve the minutes of the March 5, 2012  and February workshop meeting minutes was made by Councilman Mohren, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
Consideration of Claims
Motion to approve the Agenda was made by Councilman Mohren, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
Visitor Comments
Mrs. Theobald’s Third grade class attended the meeting and they had a spoke person inform us on what they were learning in class that pertains to government.
Item #4
Ami Skeets Executive Director of Needs Inc. addressed her concerns about the Masonic Lodge and if the building was safe for them to be in and what was going on with what the Engineers decided. Mayor Shain informed her that the Masonic people were working on it and that the building should be fine unless we get a really heavy snow storm. Mayor Shain said we would keep her informed on what the Mason’s decide on. She was wondering about if the Town has looked into finding them another building to move into.
Item #5
Approval of item #5 to renew the lease to Pine Bluffs Gravel for Melodrama Hall Parcel 15-D was approved and to keep the price at $500 was also approved. Councilman Fornstrom moved to renew the lease and keep the price the same Councilman Mohren second. Councilman Ragsdale abstained due to conflict. Motion passed unanimously with 4 ayes.
Item #6
Approval of Item #6 to approve the Concessions Stands Lease and Bid documents. Councilman Curtis approved the documents with the exception of item 6 on the food permit on who should provide it, Town or Lessee; he would like this to be looked into further. Councilman Fornstrom second. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
Item #7
Discussion and decision was made on Item #7 to bid out this summer’s mowing of Parks, Cemetery and Golf Course. Councilman Fornstrom suggested that the services be bid out and that the bids for the Parks and Cemetery include use of their own equipment and the bid for the Golf Course does not, that bidder use Town equipment. Councilman Curtis made a motion to accept Councilman Fornstrom suggestion, Councilman Ragsdale seconded. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
Item #8
Mayor and Council would like to review all information from other Health Insurances before making a decision.   
Item #9
Approval of Item #9 to approve the recommendations related to collections, raising rates and including Paramedic services on our service. Councilman Curtis made motion to accept proposed change Councilman Ragsdale second and for pay for paramedics. Mayor Shain suggested to Councilman Ragsdale to amend Councilman Curtis motion and add acceptance of Jeff Munoz on the service, Councilman Ragsdale did so, Councilman Fornstrom second. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
Councilman Curtis motion to utilize the EMS collection service, Councilman Fornstrom second. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes. 
Item #10
Approval of Item #10 to award Cemetery Sprinkler Bid. Bid was awarded to Turner Landscaping with low bid of $16,300 dollars. Some discussion was held on whether Turner could do quality work at that price. Councilman Curtis motioned to accept the bid Councilman Ragsdale second. Motion passed with 4 ayes and 1 nay vote from Councilman Fornstrom. 
Item #11
Approval of Item #11 to award bid of old Street Sweeper to Refuse Inc. They were the single bidder with a $7,500 bid. Councilman Mohren moved for approval and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
Department discussion 
Commissioner Thompson gave an update on the Archer project.
Town Attorney Davison updated the Council on a letter on burned out building is underway. Fire Chief needs to be filling out paperwork.
Council consensus was reached to make another flier for CODE RED to put in with bills.
Councilman Curtis reminded all about the Open House at Old High School and the possibility of Knox Boxes around Town.
Councilman Fornstrom moved at 8:30 pm to go into Executive Session, Councilman Mohren second.
Councilman Mohren moved to get out of Executive Session, Councilman Ragsdale second.
Councilman Ragsdale moved to adjourn at 8:45 p.m. seconded by Councilman Curtis. Meeting adjourned.
