VISITOR COMMENTS
Council answered questions on the steps the Council are taking to eradicate the infestation of pine beetles on the bluffs. Volunteers are still needed to assist in marking infested trees.

WELL REHABILITATION PROJECT UPDATE

Russ Dahlgren reported that the pump from Well #1 had been removed and miscellaneous piping and electrical still remaining to be done.

PROJECT UPDATES

While replacing the sewer line on 8th Street a water main was hit resulting in flooded basements. Quick response by Aztec, Town Public Works and restoration crews mitigated damages. Mark Pringe, LGLP Representative, informed Council that adjusters from Aztec and the Town have been working with the homeowners to assess damages. At this time there has been no determination of liability but similar cases have found that government entities were granted immunity for locating utilities by the Government Liability Act. Mayor Shain stated that two property owners who have lost living space are under a hardship so the Council will keep on top of this matter. Mr. Pringe reported that both Adjustors interviewed the Town and Aztec personnel and were impressed with how well they worked together.

Councilman Fornstrom moved to approve Change Order #3 for the Sanitary Sewer Project, increasing the project by 34 days and $14,855.55. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

Community Center Project will soon be completed and a walk through is scheduled for March 29.

BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATIONS

Councilman Curtis moved to approve the following building permit applications ; Larry Silvey, 201 Industrial Way, Storage Units; Jim Zitek, 305 Pine, Garage; Daryl Gade, 1109 Wilhelm, Garage Addition. Councilman Cushing seconded and the motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ELECTRICAL RATE INCREASE
Council discussed the need to pass onto utility customers the increases for electricity purchased from WMPA over the past two years. Councilman Curtis moved to increase electrical rates by one cent per kWh, Councilman Ragsdale seconded and motion carried unanimously.

WATER RATE INCREASE

Council received copies of a proposal addressing water rates and asked that this matter be added to the agenda of the next meeting.

COMMUNITY CENTER FEES INCREASE

Council received copies of the proposed rate increase for user fees at the Community Center and the establishment of fees for the fitness center. Council enacted a trail period for the fitness center and it will only be available during regular hours. A workshop will be held at a later date to address increasing fees.

COMMISSION AND DEPARTMENT REPORTS

A Homeland Security grant request has been submitted to add a patrol vehicle to the police department.

Tipping fees at the Eastern Laramie County Landfill will be increasing to $30 per ton. Recycling efforts continue to grow and neighborhoods are being offered the opportunity to change part of their regular dumpsters to recycling receptacles.
March 29, 2011 is the last day for candidates to file for a position on the Town Council.

Meetings will be held at 7:30 p.m. during daylight savings time.

EXECUTIVE SESSION

Councilman Fornstrom moved to convene into Executive Session at 8:24 p.m. in accordance with §16-4-405, Councilman Curtis seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ADJOURNMENT

Councilman Fornstrom moved to reconvene into regular session and adjournment at 8:45 p.m. Councilman Cushing seconded and motion carried unanimously.
