WAM JPIC does not have a deductible larger than $2,000. WinnHealth will be quoting us two separate deals. One if we were to piggyback with Cheyenne and one on our own. She indicated that she will have meeting with the employees no later than next week.

He also asked Staff to send a letter related to the roof on a building on Main Street.
