VISITOR COMEMNTS
County Commissioner Thompson visited with Council about the next Specific Purpose Sales Tax Election and the time table for this. Collections should be completed in April 2012 for the present projects and the next proposition will be placed on the November 2012 ballot. A committee will be formed in spring 2012 but Council was asked to start thinking of projects.
WELL REHABILITATION PROJECT

Councilman Ragsdale moved to approve Change Order #1 that will add $5,000 and 28 additional construction days to the Well Rehabilitation Project, Councilman Fornstrom seconded and the motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

PROJECT UPDATES

The community center punch list is progressing and paving is being done to near completion of the sewer project.

BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATIONS

Councilman Curtis moved to approve the building permit received from John Marquardt, 755 Marquardt Drive for a driveway. Councilman Cushing seconded and the motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

ELECTRICAL POLE REPLACEMENT

Councilman Ragsdale moved to accept the quote from Hamlin Electric Company to replace electrical utility poles in the amount of $18,443.00, Councilman Cushing seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.

GROUNDS KEEPING PROPOSALS

Proposals were received from three parties for providing grounds keeping service for the Town of Pine Bluffs. Councilman Cushing moved to accept the bid from Senor Lee ‘s Lawn Care for caretaking of Reher Park, Texas Trail Museum Park, City Park, and Base Ball Field in the amount of $6,800.00 and using his own equipment. Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. Clerk was instructed to inquire if Senor Lee’s Lawn Care would add the mowing of the Community Center to his proposal and if so at what cost.
Councilman Ragsdale moved to reject the bid received from Louis Leal for mowing at the Leaning Rock Golf Course, Councilman Fornstrom seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes. Clerk was instruction to inquire if Louis Leal would be interested in mowing the golf course on an as needed basis.

Discussion was held on the proposal received from Michael Curtis for grounds keeping at the Pine Bluffs Cemetery. His proposal did not include providing his own mower and was for a shorter period of time than was stated in the bid notice. Councilman Fornstrom moved to award to Michael Curtis the bid for mowing of the Pine Bluffs Cemetery, using the Town mower and with the stipulation that  he agrees to  extending the length of his contract to October 15, 2011  and his assurance that the cemetery would be prepared in time for Memorial Day Weekend for his bid price of $8,280.00. Councilman Ragsdale seconded and the motion carried with 4 ayes (Shain, Cushing, Ragsdale and Fornstrom) and 1 abstain (Curtis). 

COMMERCE BUILDING LEASE

Councilman Fornstrom moved to lease to Pine Bluffs Gravel office space  at the Commerce Building for a 12 month period at a reduced rate of $1,000.00 per month, with the stipulation that modifications be approved by Council prior to construction. Councilman Cushing seconded the motion and the motion carried with 4 ayes (Shain, Cushing, Curtis and Fornstrom) and 1 abstain (Ragsdale). Following the twelve month lease rental would be month by month.

MUNICIPAL ELECTION

May 3 is the date for the Pine Bluffs Municipal Election where two Council Members will be elected. A Candidate Forum will be held on April 27 at 7:00 p.m.

COMMISSION/DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Attorney Davison is working on the Nuisance Ordinance update and the High West Energy Agreement for electrical maintenance.

Councilman Fornstrom reported that the new patrol vehicle has been ordered using Homeland Security grant funds and the existing patrol car will then be used by town personnel for out of town travel.

An Open House will be held on April 21 at the Community Center.

Councilman Ragsdale inquired about the inclusion of compensating the EMT’s $40 per meeting in the EMT’s Protocols and Council Member Curtis clarified that this would just be for special meetings, outside their normal meetings. Council approved and Mayor Shain signed  the new protocols for the Pine Bluffs Ambulance Service.

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:35 p.m.
