ITEM #5

Presentation by Jeff Ketchum on behalf of the Laramie County Fair Board. Mr. Ketchum presented to the Council plans for the Fairgrounds at Archer. There was discussion and a period of questions and answers followed by the Council thanking him for his time and effort.  
ITEM #6

Approval of Building permits for 210 W 3rd Street for a wheel chair ramp and cover, for 401 Lawson for a concrete path and chain link fence, and 625 Simkins for a garage addition. Motion to approve all permits was made by Councilman Curtis, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #7

Approval of Invoice #3 from Sargent Drilling in the amount of $60,599.73 for the Deep Well Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Ragsdale, seconded by Councilman Curtis. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #8

Approval of Change Order #3 from Sargent Drilling in the amount of $11,591.25 for the Deep Well Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom
, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #9
Approval of Invoice #4 from Lidstone and Associates in the amount of $1,227.78 for General Engineering Services related to the WSRF application. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Mohren
, seconded by Councilman Fornstrom. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #10
Approval of Invoice #26 from Lidstone and Associates in the amount of $9,671.68 for the Water Distribution Project Design. . Motion to approve was made by Councilman Curtis, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #11
Approval of Resolution 2012-02 Approving a proposition to impose the 1% Specific Purpose Sales and Use Tax in Laramie County, State of Wyoming, for the exclusive purpose of funding specific purposes for specific amounts; the propositions to be voted on at the Primary Election to be held on Tuesday, August 21, 2012. Mayor Shain read the Resolution into the Record by Title only. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #12
Approval of Resolution 2012-03 providing for the consolidation of Bank accounts and confirming signatories on behalf of the Town. Ms Miller explained the reson for the Resolution and consolidation of accounts. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom
, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #13
Approval of Certificate of Substantial Completion on the  Deep Well Project. Motion to approve was made by Councilman Fornstrom
, seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.

ITEM #14
Discussion related to Employee Health Care. Ms. Miller updated the Council on WAM-JPIC rates as of her earlier conversation with them as well as the Town’s status related to compliance percentages. She also indicated that the proposal from WEBT was received and that she felt it was worthwhile for the Council to consider it. The benefits offered are the same as the Town has now, but at a lesser cost. There was a question and answer session with the WEBT representative. Motion to change the Town Policy related to Town participation from 50% overall to 100% of employees was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes. Motion to change from WAM JPIC to WEBT was effective July 1, 2012 was made by Councilman Fornstrom and seconded by Councilman Ragsdale. Motion passed unanimously with 5 ayes.
ITEM #15
Discussion related to proposal from Cheyenne Dispatch. Mayor Shain reminded the Council about previous discussions related to possible cost savings. Ms Miller updated the Council on the proposal from Cheyenne and provided the Council with a cost analysis. After discussion the Council reached concensus that they would leave the Dispatch Department as is for now, but added that with technology costs rising there may come a time when we will no longer afford to keep this service in house.

Councilman Mohren commented on the Historical High School. Ms. Miller updated Council on the quarterly meeting being changed to April 17th.

Councilman Fornstrom moved to adjourn at 9:25 p.m. Councilman Mohren seconded and motion carried unanimously with 5 ayes.
